How to get to the Ministry:

The tube stop nearest to the entry of the ministry (20 Metres from the exit Minoritenplatz) is called „Herrengasse“ and is on the underground line 3, which is usually depicted in orange. You will have to hand in an ID and get a badge in exchange. We will come and fetch you in the visitor’s room.

Transport to/from airport:

CAT

The CAT (City Airport Train) is a new direct connection between Vienna Airport and the city centre with city check-in facilities. You can check in and obtain your boarding card at Wien-Mitte train station up to 24 hours prior to your departure (service not available for all carriers, you will find the complete list at www.cityairporttrain.com).

City Air Terminal: Corner of Invalidenstrasse/Marxer Brücke, 15 minutes’ walk from Stephansplatz.

Travelling time: 16 minutes non-stop

Departures: every half hour

Price: 9 € single, 16 € return

Tickets can be booked and printed out directly on the

CAT homepage www.cityairporttrain.com, or purchased from ticket vending machines or the conductors on the train.

By bus:

From Westbahnhof, Südbahnhof, Center (Postgasse) to Vienna Airport

Service daily from 4.30 am – 1 am, approx. every 30 minutes, duration of trip approx. 20 minutes

One way ticket: 6 €, Return ticket: 11 €

Reduced ticket with Vienna Card: 5 € (includes 3 pieces of luggage)

The bus stop at Vienna International Airport is located directly in front of the arrivals and departure hall.

By rail:

It takes 22 minutes for the new S7 railway line, which runs at 20-minute intervals, from Wien Mitte to the airport (with regular stops on the way).

Tickets: 1 centre zone (1.50 €) + 1 outer zone (1.50 €) = 3 € for a single ride.  

If you already have a ticket for the centre zone (city area) or a Vienna Card, you only have to buy a ticket for 1 outer zone (1.50 €).

By taxi:

Approximate price: 30 €

Approximate duration: 30–45 minutes

Radio taxis are entitled to ask for an additional return fee of 10 € for trips to the airport.

To/from train station Westbahnhof

Stops on the U3 and U6 subways, or the 5, 6, 9, 18, 52 and 58 streetcars.

To/from train station Südbahnhof

Stops on the D, O and 18 streetcars or 13A and 69A bus lines.

To/from train station Franz-Josefs-Bahnhof

Stops on the D, 5 and 33 streetcars

Public Transport

Subway, Tram, Bus

For public transportation the best ticket to use is the Vienna Card. 

The following tickets are also available: 24-hour network pass for 5 €. 72-hour network pass for 12 €. 8-day strip ticket for 24 € (can also be used for more than one person, just punch once for each day and person).

Weekly network pass Mon - Mon (9 am) for 12.50 €. Single ticket for 1.50 € (advance sale price) – may be bought only as single ticket at the vending machine in the subway stations, at all other advance sales vending points (tobacconists) available only as a strip with 4 or a pad with 6 tickets.

Tickets are available from tobacconists, advance sale ticket offices of the Vienna Transport Authority and from the vending machines in the subway stations.

Single-trip tickets are also available for 2 € from the ticket vending machines in trams and buses. Each punched ticket is valid for one trip on subway, streetcar and bus, including changing lines.
