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The Global Judges Symposium on Sustainable Development and the Role of Law organized by UNEP, the South African Government and other partners, was held in the Kopanong Hotel, in Johannesburg, South Africa from 18th  to  20th  August 2002 as a parallel event of the World Summit on Sustainable Development (WSSD).

Opening Ceremony

1.1 Inauguration

The Global Judges Symposium on Sustainable Development and the Role of Law was officially opened on 18 August 2002 by His Excellency Mr. Jacob G. Zuma, Deputy President of the Republic of South Africa, who gave the inaugural address.  He raised important issues that the Symposium can deliberate on.  Hon. Justice Chaskalson, Chief Justice of South Africa, the host of the Symposium than welcomed the Honorable Judges from all around the world attending the Symposium and made the opening address.  The Executive Director of UNEP, Dr. Klaus Toepfer also addressed the gathering emphasizing the importance of the meeting in the context of the World Summit on Sustainable Development and the 30 year work of UNEP from Stockholm to Johannesburg in addressing major environmental threats to humankind.  Finally, to end the opening ceremony was Hon. P.M. Maduna, Minister of Justice and Constitutional Development of South Africa who gave a vote of thanks for all sponsors who made the Symposium possible.  Ms. Cheryl Gillward, Deputy Minister of Justice and Constitutional Development was the Director of programmes of the Ceremony who facilitated the opening session by inviting the main speakers as they were scheduled to speak.  In addition to the main speakers at the podium was Dr. Hans Corell, Under Secretary General and Legal Counsel of the United Nations, Hon. Justice Koroma from the International Court of Justice, Mr Bakary Kante Director, Division of Policy Development and Law, UNEP, and Mr. Donald Kaniaru, Director, Division of Policy Implementation, UNEP.

1.2 Participation/Attendance

The Symposium was attended by 122 Senior Judges from 60 countries that also included Chief Justices, Guests, Resource persons, and Sponsors.  The countries represented with Honourable Justices included Afghanistan, Angola, Argentina, Australia, Belgium, Brazil, Canada, China, Costa Rica, Cuba, Egypt, Ethiopia, France, Georgia, Greece, Guyana, India, Indonesia, Israel, Italy, Jordan, Kazakhstan, LAO PDR, Lesotho, Malawi, Marshall Islands, Mauritius, Mexico, Morocco, Mozambique, Namibia, Nepal, New Zealand, Nigeria, Oman, Pakistan, Philippines, Qatar, Romania, Russian Federation, Rwanda, Samoa, Saint Lucia, Saudi Arabia, Senegal, Seychelles, Slovak, South Africa, Swaziland, Tanzania, Thailand, Turkey, Uganda, United Arab Emirates, United States America, Yemen, Zambia, Zimbabwe.  Iraq was also represented by Senior Government officials.  Judges representing the International Court of Justice, the Court of Justice of the European Communities, Law of the Sea Tribunal, and Comesa Court of Justice.  Guests, resource persons and co sponsors who participated included Government representatives from different countries including Ministers of the Host Government, Embassy officials, representatives of institutions and invited dignitaries.  These included the Legal Counsel of the United Nations, and representatives of the following institutions:-  the IUCN Commision of Environmental Law, the World Bank Institute, the Environmental Law Institute, International Network for Environmental Compliance and Enforcement, Glen Educational Foundation, Woods Hall Research Centre, Hanns Seidel Foundation, Centre for International Development Law.   UNEP officials also facilitated and serviced the meeting. 

2.  Organization of work 

The Meeting was held in six main segments and addressed different themes of the Symposium according to the Agenda circulated in the Symposium.  The first session was an opening session introducing the main issues of the Symposium and the organization of work.  The second segment addressed the theme Sustainable Development and the Role of Law.  The third session deliberated on National Environmental Governance and the Role of Law.  The fourth segment dealt with Environmental Justice, Human Rights and the Rule of Law.  The fifth was on the Role of the United Nations and Others in Promoting the Progressive Development and National Implementation of Environmental Law in the context of Sustainable Development.  The Sixth session was on Strengthening National Judiciaries to Meet the Challenges of the 21st Century in the area of Environmental Law in the context of Sustainable Development.  This was followed by the Closing Session that also included the adoption of the Johannesburg Principles the output of the Symposium which was circulated in the WSSD Conference and presented to the Secretary General of the United Nations.  Below is a brief report of the Sessions, Main Speakers, the Panelists, the Papers presented, the Chair, and the main issues discussed in each session.  The papers presented in Symposium segments including those of the Opening Ceremony that were available for circulation are attached in full in the Annex as part of the report of the Symposium.  All Country Papers are published in volume II of the report of the Symposium.

3.  A Summary Report of the Six Segments of the Symposium

2.1   Session 1–Opening Session 

Session 1 was an opening session held in the morning of the 19th of August 2002.  This outlined the main issues of the Symposium and provided the organization of work as per the agenda which was circulated to the participants.  This session was chaired by Hon. Justice Pius Langa, Deputy Chief Justice of South Africa who welcomed the participants, presented the organization of work and introduced the topic of the symposium “Sustainable Development and the Role of Law”.  

The main speaker was Hon. Justice Chaskalson, Chief Justice of South Africa who inter alia introduced two main issues the first being development on the one hand and protection of the environment on the other.  The second main issue which he illustrated by an asbestos related case was the tension or problem that arises out of globalization, in this case implementation of the law is compounded by multilateral companies who are the source of problems as they move around countries having affected people.  The Honourable Justice informed the Symposium that these two issues raise additional questions of standing, jurisdiction, and whether national law can be of help to victims when the holding company that has caused damage moves to another country?.  Citing an asbestos case where the holding company was held liable in Britain to pay damages made in South Africa, Hon Chaskalson raised other issues that the Symposium should be deliberating on.  

Dr. Klaus Toepfer, Executive Director of UNEP also addressed this session and outlined the main environmental issues of the day and the issues of the Symposium.  In his address he informed the meeting that the outcome of the Symposium can be made into a type II project as it becomes part of the plan of action of WSSD.  In outlining the issues Dr. Toepfer referred to many environmental Conventions and Protocols that have set environmental standards but are yet to enter into force because of inadequate ratification thus hampering implementation of the standards set in these treaties at the national level.  He also underlined the importance of Principle 10 of the Rio declaration and its use in countries by encouraging States to have laws that enhance access to information, public participation in decision-making and access to justice to raise awareness and further develop environmental law at the national level.  He recalled other important Rio principles like the polluter pays principle, the precautionary principle and the common but differentiated responsibility as principles that make the means of implementation possible and further improve on the state of the environment.  He also informed the Symposium on the role of UNEP in providing technical assistance in development and strengthening of environmental legislation in accordance with Chapter 8 of Agenda 21, and the efforts of UNEP in promoting compliance and enforcement of existing laws.  Finally he wished the delegates a successful exchange of views and hoped that the meeting will build up networks amongst judges and good personal relations.

The guest speaker in this session was Dr. Hans Corell, Under Secretary General for Legal Affairs and Legal Counsel to the United Nations who outlined the work of the United Nations as it relates to the theme of the Conference, sustainable development and the role of law.  Hon. Corell first focussed on one of the purposes of the Symposium which is to provide a global perspective to the importance of the role that the judiciary plays in promoting sustainable development through the rule of law at the national level.  He later touched upon some matters that he is involved in the United Nations relating to the 1982 Law of the Sea Convention, the work of the International law Commission and the 1997 Watercourse Convention, including his experience as a judge in Sweden before he joined the United Nations.   Referring to the rule of law as his point of departure he said it must be that, both at the national and international level, there must be established clear rules by legitimate legislators and that these rules must be applied objectively and impartially by those who are to implement them.  He noted that although judges were for a long time viewed as having a national perspective because national legislation is aimed for a particular country to cater for specific situations in that country, this however is changing for international co-operation especially in fields of environment and human rights.  This is because much of the legislation adopted at the national level is based on international norms laid down in international conventions negotiated by Governments under the auspices of the United Nations or other intergovernmental negotiation.  Hence the preparedness and openness on the part of judges to seek guidance in sources of law from other countries which is habit that was open in the Common law System and unfamiliar in a Civil Law System like the one he once used.  Judges also need to be familiar with the field of environment and sustainable development as they are called upon to exercise jurisdiction and to impart this knowledge to their colleagues in the judiciary.  Hon. Corell informed the meeting of an event of the WSSD to encourage States to ratify Conventions relating to Sustainable development, and referring to a proposal for the International Environment Court he cautioned on the proliferation of Courts when the International Court of Justice can well address environmental issues.  Dr. Hans Corell also circulated an extract on the basic principles on the Independence of the judiciary.

The Hon. P.M. Maduna, Minister of Justice and Constitutional Development, delivered the keynote address.  In his address referring to the theme of the WSSD he outlined the problems the world is facing in dealing with poverty and the distribution of world resources in a sustainable manner including issues related to production and consumption patters.  Referring to environmental incidents and disasters that have taken place, the Minister went on to raise the environmental issues of the day and the challenge facing the international community.  The Minister concluded his address by referring to governance issues, he said globally Governments are increasingly expressing concerns that the current international structure does not distinguish between the needs of developed and developing countries.  He stressed that any approach to strengthening and streamlining international environmental law will require reformed institutional structures to command the universal commitment of all countries based on transparency, fairness and confidence in such independent structures and the substantive capacity to advise and adjudicate on environmental issues.  He therefore observed that it is imperative that regions and countries introduce effectively national and regional structures to address the development of an institutional mandate that is not challenged.  Currently a number of countries do not recognize any environmental authority as higher as or than their own.  Like UNEP the Minister said he believes that the development of effective domestic governance structures will ensure that our aim of achieving a fair and equitable social development and environmental sustainability in each and every developing country will be a step closer to becoming a reality.
The Chairman of this session Hon. Justice Langa informed the Meeting that a Drafting Committee of the Symposium had been constituted to start working on the Johannesburg Draft Principles that will be circulated in the course of the day, he invited all delegates to provide their inputs to the drafting group.

2.2   Session 2 – Sustainable   Development and the Role of Law

The theme of the second segment was “Sustainable development and the role of law”.  The session was chaired and facilitated by Hon. Justice Abdul Koroma, Judge of the International Court of Justice (ICJ).  The main presentation, was made by Judge Christopher Weeramantry, former Vice President of the International Court of Justice, who addressed the issue of the Role of Law in Promoting the Goals of Sustainable Development.  The panel presenters included Hon. Justice Vladimir Passos de Freitas, Judge Federal Court of Appeal, 4th Region, Brazil; Hon. Justice Vyacheslav Mikhailovich Lebedev, Chairman of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation; and Hon. Justice J. Clifford Wallace, Senior Circuit Judge, United States Court of Appeals for the Ninth Circuit.  

In his presentation Judge Weeramantry raised three important issues that included the fact that sustainable development is no longer an aspiration but has reached the level of full stature as customary international law, he illustrated this point using case law.  He also raised the issue of the widening gap between the rich and the poor and the importance for the world to build a bridge between the rich and the poor to reduce the gap that has been widening.  The third issue related to development taking place around the world without regard to the poor and the unborn who are voiceless.  As neither has the ability to assert its rights, he pointed out that is where the judiciary comes in, this implies an enormous role of trusteeship upon the judiciary to hold the balance between the powerful interest on the one hand and the voice less on the other.  Justice Weeramantry referred to Sustainable Development as an ancient principle and practice which was recognized and used for sustainable use of resources traditionally to protect the rights of the unborn long ago in Asia and Africa.  In conclusion he pointed out that modern law is shortsighted and that we need to supply the necessary corrective and remedial measures so that the judiciary is better placed to take this role.  He further said that the initiative can be taken by the assembly of distinguished judges here present who come from all parts of the world and who are at the Symposium representing judicial systems of their respective countries.
The Panelists gave their countries’ perspectives when discussing and raising issues of Sustainable Development and the Role of Law, they inter alia discussed the importance of judicial training,  building capacity in enforcement of laws,  independence of the judiciary,  exercising democracy and separation of powers,  expediting legal processes, and the issue of judges making law or filling the gaps.  Several interventions were also made from the floor on these issues.

2.3   Session 3 – National Environmental Governance and the Role of Law

Prior to the opening of the third session, the UNEP “Compendium of Summaries of Judicial Decisions in Environment Related Cases” –including the Spanish Language Supplement-, and the Publication  “Status of Ratification of Selected Multilateral Environmental Agreements”, as well as the UNEP-IUCN Judicial Portal which was demonstrated by Hon Justice Paul Stein from Australia, were launched.

Session 3 deliberated on the issue of National Environmental Governance and the Role of Law.  This Session was chaired by the Hon. Justice Guy Canivet, President of the Cour de Cassation of France.  The main presentation was made by Hon. Justice Charles Gonthier, of the Supreme Court of Canada, who deliberated on the Challenges and Trends of Environmental Governance, outlining the issues in this area and giving examples from his own experience.  In his presentation he defined environmental governance and went on to deal with other important questions such as governance on what?;  who carries out environmental governance?; for whom is environmental governance done? before giving his observations on the trends using the Canadian experience in four areas, which include Participation - the protection of environment as everyone’s business;  Subsidiarity - environmental governance in and between many jurisdictions;  Problem based environmental governance and the last trend being Partnerships the need for a Carrot not just a stick.  He closed his remarks by going back to the importance of fraternity in what he referred to as environmental governance and fraternity.  

Panel presentations were made by Hon. Justice Zhang Jun, Judge of the Supreme People’s Court of China; Hon. Justice Muhammadu Lawal Uwais, Chief Justice, Supreme Court of Justice of Nigeria; and Hon. Justice Jahaz Hanna Salim Halasa, Judge of the Court of Cassation of Jordan.  All the panelists referred to national environmental law and institutions in their respective countries including reporting on case law in the area of the environment.  

The round table discussion covered such issues as specialized environmental courts and judicial branches;  collective action;  the hierarchy of laws including environmental law in respect to other laws;  citizens activities and public education and legal aid;  as well as the imposition of criminal, civil and administrative penalties for environmental law violations.

2.4 Session 4 – Environmental Justice, Human Rights and the Rule of Law

This segment was chaired and facilitated by Hon Justice Thomas Mensah, of the Law of the Sea Tribunal.  The main presentation of this session was entitled Human rights and Environmental law which was made by Hon. Justice P. N. Bhagwati, Former Chief Justice of India and Chairman of the United Nations Human Rights Committee.  Justice Bhagwati outlined the main issues relating to human rights and environmental justice and the rule of law and gave examples of case law to illustrate his points.  In his presentation he cited the right to life, health and shelter, the right to a clean and healthy environment which are rights that are guaranteed by many Constitutions.  He went on to refer to two more documents the Rio declaration in particular its principle 10 which provides for the right of information, participation and legal redress, and also referred to the preamble to Chapter 23 of Agenda 21.  Hon. Justice Bhagwati informed the Symposium that human rights (life health and livelihood) and environmental protection are closely inter-linked.  He observed that should development cause environmental degradation one has to seek to achieve harmonization in the law because laws are not self-executory.  He pointed out that principles of natural justice can also be used to ensure the rights for a clean and healthy environment are guaranteed.  He further said that there is a need for environmental justice and sustainability, the court can order the restoration of the environment, public participation is essential, in particular the role of NGO’s in initiating cases on public interest.  He cited instances in India were Courts acted on complaints filed by NGOs on degradation of the environment ordering restoration of the state of the environment.  In such cases Courts would verify facts through Commission of Enquiries and using experts.  He finally said the role of the Judiciary is there to apply the law creatively.  

The second main presenter on this theme was Hon. Justice Albie Sachs, from the Constitutional Court of South Africa who presented a paper on socio-economic rights.  He gave an example of a case in South Africa as it relates to the right to shelter (Right of access to adequate housing) guaranteed by the bill of rights in the constitution and the difficulties of realizing this right.  Calling the Case Mrs Groot meaning Mrs Big tree, he also referred to a related famous America case called Little Bush, he started his presentation by referring to Principle 1 of the Rio declaration that human beings are at the center of concerns of sustainable development.  He noted that in this case the order of the Court when the claim for the right of access to adequate housing was made was that the State has progressively realized this right according to the availability of resources.  The presenter observed that the realization of the right was the role of the Government whose function is to govern and be responsible to ensure sustainable development and sustainable use of national resources and it was not to be the order of the Court.  He went on to ask the question how competent are judges to enforce economic rights? and listed main issues for the judiciary such as the Sustainability of the legal process itself – the process should connect up with the rule up there not be adversarial;  Enlarge scope of standing;  To insist upon information, transparency and participation;  Do judges agree with legislators or are they active to fill the gaps;  Coherence, guiding themes that connect measures;.  He also stressed the need for sustainable forms of remedy.  As for the question of people, resources, judicial marginalization and how to harmonize in a concrete way he listed four things that judges can look at.  To give a coherent and minimum dimension to all that we do as judges;  Sustainability of the resources;  Sustainability of the remedies that are prescribed;  The sustainability of the peoples for which the remedies are prescribed., 

Panel presentations giving country perspectives to the theme Environmental Justice, Human Rights and the Rule of Law were presented by Hon Justice Ricardo Zeledon Zeledon of the Supreme Court of Costa Rica, Hon. Justice B.N. Kirpal, Chief Justice of India, Hon. Justice Patu Falefatu Maka Sapolu, Chief Justice of Samoa, and Honourable Justice Amedeo Postiglione, Judge of the Supreme Court of Italy. 

A number of interventions on environmental justice, human rights and the rule of law were made in the round table discussion.

2.5 Session 5 – The Role of the United Nations and others in Promoting the Progressive Development and National Implementation of Environmental Law in the Context of Sustainable Development. 

This session was chaired and facilitated by Dr. Hans Corell, Under Secretary General and Legal Counsel, United Nations.  Mr. Donald Kaniaru, Director, UNEP,  made a presentation on the work of UNEP in environmental law its mandate, its work programme including the Montevideo Programme III.  This work included providing legal support in developing international environmental law instruments, capacity building in providing technical assistance in environmental law by providing advisory services to Governments, strengthening legislation, institutions, training, undertaking studies and disseminating environmental law information.   Panel Presentations on the work of organizations and legal institutions were provided by Judge Abdul G. Koroma, Judge, International Court of Justice (ICJ) on the work of the International Court of Justice as it relates to environment.  The Judge informed the Symposium of an Environment Chamber of the International Court of Justice that handles environment related cases and went on to cite cases that the ICJ has handled that relate to the environment.  The second and third Panelists provided presentations on regional courts covering a number of countries in a region.  These included Hon. Justice Rodriguez Iglesias, the President of the Court of Justice of the European Union, and Hon Justice A. M. Akiwumi, Comesa, Court of Justice.  Dr Parvez Hassan, Former Chair, IUCN Commission on Environmental Law hailed Justices in the Asean region (Pakistan, India, and Bangladesh) who have further developed environmental law and sustainable development law through case law by naming them.  Professor J. Kamba, Former Chairman, United Nations University Council and Professor Nicholas Robinson , Chair IUCN Commission on Environmental Law also addressed the Symposium on ways their institutions build capacity in the judiciary.  

Because of limited time there was no round table discussion, the chairman only provided his summary including on the issues raised.

2.6  Session 6 - Strengthening National Judiciaries to meet the challenges of the    21st Century in the area of Environmental Law in the context of Sustainable Development.

This Segment was chaired and facilitated by Hon. Justice Hilario G. Davide Jr, Chief Justice of the Philippines, the main presentation entitled Strengthening the Judiciary for Sustainable Development was made by Hon. Justice Michael Decleris, Vice President of the Hellenic Council of State, Supreme Court of Greece.  In his paper using diagrams he was able to articulate the Role of the Judiciary in Sustainable Development;  the Factors/problems affecting the Judiciary in Sustainable Development;  the Mission of the Judiciary in the 21st Century;  and the Systems Action Plan for Improving the Role of the Judiciary in Sustainable Development.  For the Judiciary the main goal is to open and facilitate access to justice, to strengthen judicial capacity, to develop global and regional structures.  As for the action plan for the Judiciary he elaborated on the following bullets Environmental Chamber in Law Courts;  Environmental Tribunals;  Revision of procedural rules;  Improving Judicial decision making; Environmental Monitoring (Attorney General);  Open Law Evaluation;  Strengthening Judicial Enforcement;  Schemes of Legal Aid;  Networking of Judges;  Assistance to developing countries.  

The issues raised by the main speaker in this Session included the definition of Sustainable development as it relates to general principles that can be used to develop creative jurisprudence;  the judiciary be strengthened and supported by the legal system;  Agenda 21 para 8:18, requires countries to enhance access to justice;  the role of globalization in weakening the political system underlines the importance of strengthening of the structural and functional capacity of the courts and strengthening of the functional capacity of the judges in sustainability and environmental matters this is important for them to be able to develop the creative jurisprudence required in the complex problems of sustainability.   

Law Panel presentations were made by Judges representing Africa (Seychelles – Hon Justice V. Alleear), Arab countries (Egypt – Hon Justice M. F. Naguib), Asia (Philippines - Hon Justice H.G. David) and Pacific (New Zealand ), Latin America and the Caribbean (Costa Rica Justice L. R. Zeledon Zeledon), Eastern Europe (Romania – Judge Corina Michaela) and NIS countries (Kazakhastan – Hon Justice k. A. Mami) and Industrialized Nations (France – Hon Justice G. Canivet).  These judges presented the situations in their countries and raised the following issues and proposals:  that capacity building in the form of training and dissemination of information should be intensified to equip the judges;  the importance of security of tenure and adequate remuneration;  judicial educational programmes;  judges are also called upon to improve on national legislation;  enhancing international co-operation in particular in research;  specialist courts;  others also reiterated the proposal of establishing an international environmental court.  

3. Closing Session

The Closing Session was Chaired by Honourable Justice Chaskalson.  The closing address was presented by Honourable Minister Mohamed Valli Moosa, Minister of Environmental Affairs and tourism of South Africa.  He briefed the Symposium on the issues before WSSD and undertook to circulate the Outcome of the Symposium – the Johannesburg Principles on the Role of Law and Sustainable Development to all delegates of the World Summit on Sustainable Development.

4. The Outcome of the Symposium - Johannesburg Principles,

The Johannesburg Principles on the Role of Law and Sustainable Development adopted at the Global Judges Symposium held in Johannesburg, South Africa, on 18-20 August 2002.

FROM 18-20 AUGUST 2002, MEMBERS OF THE JUDICIARY ACROSS THE GLOBE ASSEMBLED AT THE GLOBAL JUDGES SYMPOSIUM ON SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT AND THE ROLE OF LAW IN JOHANNESBURG, SOUTH AFRICA HOSTED BY THE CHIEF JUSTICE OF SOUTH AFRICA, HON. JUSTICE ARTHUR CHASKALSON, AND SPONSORED BY THE UNITED NATIONS ENVIRONMENT PROGRAMME (UNEP). AT THE END OF THE SYMPOSIUM THE JUDGES ADOPTED THE FOLLOWING STATEMENT:

We affirm our commitment to the pledge made by world leaders in the Millennium Declaration adopted by the United Nations General Assembly in September 2000 “to spare no effort to free all of humanity, and above all our children and grandchildren, from the threat of living on a planet irredeemably spoilt by human activities, and whose resources would no longer be sufficient for their needs”, 

We express our firm conviction that the framework of international and national law that has evolved since the United Nations Conference on Human Environment held in Stockholm in 1972 provides a sound basis for addressing the major environmental threats of the day, including armed conflict and attacks on innocent civilians, and should be underpinned by a more determined, concerted and sustained effort to implement and enforce these legal regimes in order to achieve their objectives, 

We emphasize our commitment to the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and the UN Human Rights Conventions and recognize their close connection with sustainable development and upholding the Rule of Law,

We recall the principles adopted in the Rio Declaration on Environment and Development and affirmed adherence to these principles which lay down the basic principles of sustainable development, 

We affirm that an independent Judiciary and judicial process is vital for the implementation, development and enforcement of environmental law, and that members of the Judiciary, as well as those contributing to the judicial process at the national, regional and global levels, are crucial partners for promoting compliance with, and the implementation and enforcement of, international and national environmental law,

We emphasize the importance of the peaceful resolution of conflicts to avoid situations in which weapons of war degrade the environment and cause irreparable harm directly through toxic agents, radiation, landmines and physical destruction and indirectly destroy agriculture and create vast displacement of people,

We recognize that the rapid evolution of multilateral environmental agreements, national constitutions and statutes concerning the protection of the environment increasingly requires the courts to interpret and apply new legal instruments in keeping with the principles of sustainable development,

We emphasize that the fragile state of the global environment requires the Judiciary as the guardian of the Rule of Law, to boldly and fearlessly implement and enforce applicable international and national laws, which in the field of environment and sustainable development will assist in alleviating poverty and sustaining an enduring civilization, and ensuring that the present generation will enjoy and improve the quality of life of all peoples, while also ensuring that the inherent rights and interests of succeeding generations are not compromised,

 We agree that the Judiciary has a key role to play in integrating Human Values set out in the United Nations Millennium Declaration: Freedom, Equality, Solidarity, Tolerance, Respect for Nature and Shared Responsibility into contemporary global civilization by translating these shared values into action through strengthening respect for the Rule of Law both internationally and nationally,

We express our conviction that the Judiciary, well informed of the rapidly expanding boundaries of environmental law and aware of its role and responsibilities in promoting the implementation, development and enforcement of laws, regulations and international agreements relating to sustainable development, plays a critical role in the enhancement of the public interest in a healthy and secure environment, 

We recognize the importance of ensuring that environmental law and law in the field of sustainable development feature prominently in academic curricula, legal studies and training at all levels, in particular among judges and others engaged in the judicial process,

We express our conviction that the deficiency in the knowledge, relevant skills and information in regard to environmental law is one of the principal causes that contribute to the lack of effective implementation, development and enforcement of environmental law, 

We are strongly of the view that there is an urgent need to strengthen the capacity of judges, prosecutors, legislators and all persons who play a critical role at national level in the process of implementation, development and enforcement of environmental law, including multilateral environmental agreements (MEAs), especially through the judicial process, We recognise that the people most affected by environmental degradation are the poor, and that, therefore, there is an urgent need to strengthen the capacity of the poor and their representatives to defend environmental rights, so as to ensure that the weaker sections of society are not prejudiced by environmental degradation and are enabled to enjoy their right to live in a social and physical environment that respects and promotes their dignity,

We are also of the view that the inequality between powerful and weak nations in terms of their relative capacity and opportunity to protect the sustainable development of the shared global environment places a greater responsibility on the former to protect the global environment, and

We feel reassured that the implementation and further development of international environmental law aiming at sustainable development, the implementation of agreed international norms and policies, and the strengthening of the capacity of those engaged in promoting the implementation and enforcement of environmental law are cornerstones of the UNEP Programme of Work in the field of Evironmental Law, as reflected in the Nairobi Declaration adopted at the 19th session of the Governing Council in February 1997, and the Programme for the Development and Periodic Review of Environmental Law for the First Decade of the Twenty-first Century, adopted by the UNEP Governing Council in February 2001( Montevideo Programme III).
WE AGREE UPON THE FOLLOWING PRINCIPLES THAT SHOULD GUIDE THE JUDICIARY IN PROMOTING THE GOALS OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT THROUGH THE APPLICATION OF THE RULE OF LAW AND THE DEMOCRATIC PROCESS:
1) A full commitment to contributing towards the realization of the goals of sustainable development through the judicial mandate to implement, develop and enforce the law, and to uphold the Rule of Law and the democratic process, 
2) To realise the goals of the Millenium Declaration of the United Nations General Assembly which depend upon the implementation of national and international legal regimes that have been established for achieving the goals of sustainable development, 

3) In the field of environmental law there is an urgent need for a concerted and sustained programme of work focused on education, training and dissemination of information, including regional and sub-regional judicial colloquia, and
4) That collaboration among members of the Judiciary and others engaged in the judicial process within and across regions is essential to achieve a significant improvement in compliance with, implementation, development and enforcement of environmental law.
FOR THE REALISATION OF THESE PRINCIPLES WE PROPOSE THAT THE PROGRAMME OF WORK SHOULD INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING: 

a) The improvement of the capacity of those involved in the process of promoting, implementing, developing and enforcing environmental law, such as judges, prosecutors, legislators and others, to carry out their functions on a well informed basis, equipped with the necessary skills, information and material,

b) The improvement in the level of public participation in environmental decision- making, access to justice for the settlement of environmental disputes and the defense and enforcement of environmental rights, and public access to relevant information, 

c) The strengthening of sub-regional, regional and global collaboration for the mutual benefit of all peoples of the world and exchange of information among national Judiciaries with a view to benefiting from each other’s knowledge, experience and expertise, 

d) The strengthening of environmental law education in schools and universities, including research and analysis as essential to realizing sustainable development, 

e) The achievement of sustained improvement in compliance with and enforcement and development of environmental law,

f) The strengthening of the capacity of organizations and initiatives, including the media, which seek to enable the public to fully engage on a well-informed basis, in focusing attention on issues relating to environmental protection and sustainable development,

g) An Ad Hoc Committee of Judges consisting of Judges representing geographical regions, legal systems and international courts and tribunals and headed by the Chief Justice of South Africa, should keep under review and publicise the emerging environmental jurisprudence and provide information thereon,

h) UNEP and its partner agencies, including civil society organizations should provide  support to the Ad Hoc Committee of Judges in accomplishing its task, 

i) Governments of the developed countries and the donor community, including international financial institutions and foundations, should give priority to financing  the implementation of the above principles and the programme of work,

j) The Executive Director of UNEP should continue to provide leadership within the framework of the Montevideo Programme III, to the development and implementation of the programme designed to improve the implementation, development and enforcement of environmental law including, within the applicable law of liability and compensation for environmental harm under multilateral environmental agreements and national law, military activities and the environment, and the legal aspects of the nexus between poverty and environmental degradation, and

k) This Statement should be presented by the Chief Justice of South Africa to the Secretary-General of the United Nations as a contribution of the Global Judges Symposium to the forthcoming World Summit on Sustainable Development, and for broad dissemination thereof to all member States of the United Nations.
