Amendment to rule 69 of the Rules of Procedure of the Governing Council
The Governing Council


Recalling the requirements of rules 70 and 71 of the Rules of Procedure of the Governing Council, and pursuant to decision SS.VII/5 of 15 February 2002 of its seventh special session, held in Cartagena, Colombia, on enhancing civil society engagement in the work of the United Nations Environment Programme,


Recalling also General Assembly resolution 2997 (XXVII) of 15 December 1972, in particular its section IV, paragraph 5; chapter 28 of Agenda 21; the United Nations Millennium Declaration; General Assembly resolution 55/162 of 14 December 2000 concerning the follow-up to the outcome of the Millennium Assembly; Governing Council decisions 18/4 of 26 May 1995 and 21/19 of 9 February 2001; and paragraph 14 of the Malmö Ministerial Declaration, 


Noting with appreciation the work of the Committee of Permanent Representatives as a working party in examining the amendment to rule 69 of the Rules of Procedure of the Governing Council,


Decides that the Committee of Permanent Representatives should continue its work as mandated by decision SS.VII/5 on enhancing the engagement of civil society in the work of the United Nations Environment Programme in considering the amendment of rule 69 of the Rules of Procedure and any consequential amendments of the Rules of Procedure, taking into account the evolving relationship between civil society and the United Nations system and the ongoing United Nations reform process.
