The Co-Chairs will present the provisional agenda and present for adoption by the meeting the proposed organization of work. 
The Co-Chairs will suggest that the afternoon session on 4 May 2011 is conducted in three break-out groups. The Co-Chairs will further propose that each of the break-out groups discuss the four tracks taking into consideration the information contained in the background document entitled “Comparative Analysis of Four Possible Financing Tracks Could Contribute to an Integrated Approach to Securing Adequate Financing for the Chemicals and Wastes Agenda”.

	Discussion and development of format and key elements of the submission of recommendations by the consultative process to the twelfth special session of the UNEP Governing Council/Global Ministerial      Environment Forum


In line with decision GC.SS.XI/8 the consultative process on financing options for chemicals and wastes is mandated to submit it final report for consideration by the Governing Council/Global Ministerial Environment Forum at its twelfth special session (GC.SS.XII). 

The purpose of this session is twofold, namely a) to discuss and develop the format of the submission of the recommendations of the consultative process to the GC.SS.XII; and b) the key elements to the included in the recommendations based on the information contained in the background documents and the richness of the discussions during the fourth meeting. 

In follow-up to the request as contained in the Pretoria Roadmap, the UNEP Secretariat has prepared, with the assistance of consultants, a comparative analysis of the four financing tracks for chemicals and wastes as specified at the third meeting of the consultative process on financing options for chemicals and wastes
. The comparative analysis will be introduced to the meeting by the consultant. Other documents available to the meeting will also be briefly introduced by the UNEP Secretariat. 
The Co-Chairs will facilitate an informed thorough discussion of the four tracks based on the information and considerations contained in the comparative analysis and other documents available to the meeting. It is expected that the meeting will further analyze the four tracks in break-out groups. The break-out groups are, in particular, expected to analyze the different challenges related to the implementation of the chemicals and wastes agenda at the global, regional and national level, including the challenges and requirements of the Basel, Rotterdam and Stockholm Conventions. 
By the end of the session, it is expected that the participants will have agreed on the format for the submission of the recommendations to GC.SS.XII as well as identified the key elements of each of the four financing tracks based on the specific implementation needs that each track may target.

	Conclusions and next steps


The Co-Chairs will summarize the outcome of the discussions with a possible presentation of outcomes of session 3. 
The Co-Chairs will also lead a discussion on the next steps of the process, including an assessment of the need for further meetings of the consultative process. The Co-Chairs may also address the possible linkages between the consultative process and other processes in the field of chemicals and wastes.
