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INTRODUCTION

1.
The Second Meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention for‑the Protection of the Ozone Layer was held at the headquarters of the United Nations Environment Programme, in Nairobi, from 17 to 19 June 1991.

I. OPENING OF THE MEETING

A. opening remarks by the out‑going President of the Meeting of the

Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention

for the Protection of the Ozone Layer

2.
The meeting was opened by the Acting President, Professor Vladimir Zakharov, Deputy Chairman of the State Committee for Hydrometeorology (USSR), in the absence of the President, Mr. Kaj Barlund, former Minister of the Environment of Finland, who was unable to attend.

B. Adoption of amendments to the Rules of Procedure

3.
In‑view of the relevance of the proposed amendments to the Rules of Procedure, contained in the provisional agenda, the President proposed that these amendments be taken up first before proceeding with the election of the new Bureau. The existing Rules of Procedure 6, 210" 23 and 24 and the proposed amendments to these Rules were then read out and were approved as Decision IT/1.

C. Election of the President, three Vice‑Presidents 

and the Rapporteur

4.
In accordance with Rule 21, paragraph 1 of the Rules of Procedure, the

President, three Vice‑Presidents and the Rapportsur were elected unanimously,

                               D.Statement by the President

5.
The President acknowledged the great honour conferred upon him in his

election as President. He assured the Meeting that he would do his utmost to

prove worthy of their confidence.

E.
Statement of the Executive Director of UNEP

6.
In his statement, the Executive Director paid tribute to the efforts made by the outgoing President, Mr. Kaj Barlund, regarding both the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol. Dr. Tolba paid tribute to Dr. Iwona Rummel‑Bulska for her major contributions as the Acting Secretary of the Ozone Secretariat. He emphasized the encouraging progress that had been made since the First Meeting in Helsinki two years ago. The Second Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol in London had provided proof of global co‑operation and had achieved agreement on tightening up the provisions of the Protocol and the establishment of the Multilateral Fund. Testimony to the success of the Convention is the fact that a further 38 countries, among them China, India and Brazil, had joined it, so that, of a total world population of 5.3 billion, 4.3 billion live in countries now Parties to the Convention. The Executive Director appealed to those nations which had not yet joined, to complete the formalities and join quickly.

7.
Rapid progress was needed, because the rates of ozone destruction continued to outstrip scientific predictions. Recent analysis of data suggested a reduction of the total ozone over the middle latitudes of 3 to 6 per cent; the decline was stronger during the winter months and over polar latitudes of both hemispheres during the past 12 years. Results indicated the serious limitations of current predictive models. Quantities of chlorine in the atmosphere, which currently exceeded 3 parts per billion by volume and

continued to increase, needed to be reduced to the mid‑1970s level of around 2

parts per billion by volume.

8.
The Executive Director acknowledged co‑operation with WMO and thanked especially the scientists, without whose untiring efforts progress would not have 
been possible. But more research was necessary and there was a need to expand monitoring of both ozone and ultraviolet radiation, especially in the Arctic, in Eastern Siberia and in the tropical belt. Essential research should include long‑term observation of the chemical and physical state of the atmosphere, and the consequences of polar ozone depletion for mid and lower

latitudes, where most developing countries were located.

9.
He said that other important information needed included a clearer understanding. Of  halocarbon lifetimes, atmospheric behaviour of halocarbons; the processes that control other gases in the atmosphere that influence ozone distribution; the extent to which processes involving polar stratospheric clouds and possibly sulphuric acid aerosols could augment release of active chlorine and where they might occur; the quantitative influence of changes in ozone distribution or climate change; and the socio‑e 3nornic and health

implications of increasing ultraviolet radiation cause‑ by ozone deletion, with
 special emphasis on effects on food production in developing countries.
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10.
He emphasized that this research has to be conducted worldwide, since the effects of ozone destruction would be global. UNEP and WMO were planning to expand the global observation network by installing 12‑15 observation stations at a cost of some US$5 million. The Parties should identify resources for that important activity. Other issues before the Meeting included reporting of information, review of scientific information, amending the rules of procedure and amending Article 9 of the Convention, to allow more rapid amendments to the Protocol.

11.
He requested approval of the revised budget for 1991 and the budget for 1992‑1993 and observed that a sub‑group of the Preparatory Meeting for the Second Meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention would present the results of a detailed analysis of the issue to the Parties. The Executive Director appealed to all Parties to fulfil their pledges quickly, to allow the Vienna Convention to be implemented satisfactorily and without delay. He commented on the landmark nature of the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol in international environmental law and praised the work of Mr. Peter Sand, formerly the Chief of the Environmental Law Unit of UNEP. The Executive Director concluded by expressing his confidence that, through the

continuous efforts of the Parties, the race to save the ozone layer would be won.

F.

Statement by the Chairman, Executive Committee of the Interim

Multilateral Ozone Fund of the Montreal Protocol

12.
Mr. Ristimaki, Chairman of the Executive Committee of the Multilateral ozone Fund, summarized the decisions and actions taken by the Fund during its first year of operation. The legal basis and the financial regulations were 
drawn up in good time to enable the Fund to become effective as from 1 January 1991. The appointment of Mr. Omar El‑Arini as Chief Officer was made
 in December 1990 and all staff would have been recruited by the end of 1991.

13.

At the same time co‑operative relations have been established with UNEP,

UNDP and the World Bank, which were in course of being formalized by agreements with the three agencies, and specific work programmes were under consideration. $12.7 million in contributions has already been received by the Fund during the first five and a half months of its existence and, in order to facilitate operational planning, the Committee had authorized the transfer of $500,000 to UNEP, $750,000 to UNDP and $1.5 million to the World Bank.

14.
The Executive Committee had sought throughout to maintain a carefully balanced centralization of the functions of operational guidance and financial control in the hands of the Parties and the Committee and given priority to the use of existing implementation agencies over the creation of new ones. The work performed had involved profound policy issues and patient and prolonged consultations, during which the fourteen members of the Executive Committee had not only built up the organizational framework for its operations but at the same time endeavoured to instil into it a genuine spirit of global partnership.

The meeting took up the agenda item by item.
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III.
CREDENTIALS

18.
In accordance with Rule 19 of the Rules of Procedure, the officers of the meeting examined the credentials of representatives and, having found them to be in good and due form, so reported to the Meeting. However, some Parties had not submitted their credentials and the Secretariat was requested to take appropriate action.

IV.
SUBSTANTIVE MATTERS

19.
The chairman of the Preparatory Meeting for the Second Meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention introduced the report, highlighted some of the key issues discussed and drew attention to the relevant draft decisions recommended by the Preparatory Meeting for adoption by the Parties (documents UNEP/OzL.Conv.2/Prep/2 and Corrs.1 and 2). The introduced budget report had greatly exceeded the budget adopted at the First Meeting of the Conference of the Parties and a sub‑group had been set up to study and examine budget issues in detail. The sub‑group had submitted a

preliminary report to the Preparatory Meeting and would be presenting to the

Second Meeting of the Conference of the Parties, a revised budget document

with
more detailed explanatory notes and draft decisions relating to the

adoption of the budget.

20.
The meeting discussed the report of the Executive Director (document UNEP/OzL.Conv.2/3 and Add.1) together with the relevant draft decisions recommended by the Preparatory Meeting.

21.
Delegates discussed the issue of information exchanged under Annex II to the Vienna Convention, the review of scientific information, adjustments and amendments to the Montreal Protocol, meetings of the Conference of the Parties, and adopted the relevant decisions recommended by the Preparatory Meeting (Decisions 11/2, 11/5 and 11/6).

22.
The meeting decided to amend the title of draft Decision 11/3 to "Amendment Procedure under the Vienna Convention". 

23.
Some Parties observed that the participation from developing countries should not be restricted due to application of Decision 6(ii) of the First Meeting of the Conference of Parties to the Vienna Convention, quoted in draft Decision 11/4. It was explained that Decision 6(ii) of the First Meeting of the Parties represented only an assumption regarding the Secretariat budget for participation of Research Managers from developing countries, but did not restrict for all time the number of countries participating. The budgetary support for the attendance of developing countries was limited to‑15 in the 1992
budget. It was pointed out in that connection that 13 developing countries had participated in the last meeting of Research Managers and the

numbers were liable to increase. Decision 11/4 was adopted.

24.
one delegation proposed that draft Decision 11/7 be amended to reflect the need to coordinate regional activities with a view to strengthening institutions ‑in developing countries. Decision 11/7, as amended, was adopted.

25.
The Meeting discussed the timing of future meetings of the Conference of the Parties and the date and venue of the Third Meeting and adopted Decisions 11/8 and II/10 accordingly.
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26.
In considering the issue of improving the GO,OS network, one delegation stressed the urgent need to strengthen the capabilities of developing countries to ensure that such countries participate fully in ongoing activities. This was supported by several delegations. A Decision reflecting those concerns was adopted (Decision 11/9).

27.
Several delegations pointed to the important nature of the revised budget document (UNEP/OzL.Conv.2/L.4) and expressed grave concern about the failure to provide the document in all the official languages. In order to overcome the problem the Chairman of the sub‑group, requested by the Preparatory Meeting to examine and report on budgetary matters, outlined with reference to document UNEP/OzL.Conv.2/6 the amendments proposed by the sub‑group after close examination of the draft budget and detailed discussion with the Secretariat.

28.
Some delegations referred to the Ozone Research Managers' Report as an extremely valuable document of general interest but were concerned that it had been 
published in English only, and requested its translation into the other languages. The cost of translation for an individual report of 80 pages was estimated at US$ 25,000. In view of the extremely stringent financial situation in 1991, which had been reflected in the revised budget presented by the sub‑group on budgetary matters, and after discussion of various alternatives, it was agreed that the requested translation be undertaken early

in 1992, in advance of the next meeting of the Ozone Research Managers, and to charge the cost to the 1992 budget. It was also agreed that the report of the 1993 
Ozone Research Managers' Meeting should be presented in all languages one delegate requested that the participants at that Meeting be made aware of the financial implications of expanding the report beyond the estimated 80 pages.

29.
The Assistant Executive Director explained that the acute financial problem facing the Ozone Secretariat was further complicated by late payment of contributions by Parties, although it had been possible to meet immediate commitments by temporary borrowing from the Environmental Fund. One delegate endorsed these comments and urged all Parties to make timely payments. (The status of contributions for 1990 and 1991 is attached as Annex III.)

30.
The Finnish delegate referred to the Finnish ozone Trust Fund which had been established by his Government in an amount of US$2 million at the time of the First Meeting of the Parties to the Vienna Convention, primarily to finance country studies in developing countries. He observed that document UNEP/OzL.Conv.2/4 suggested that US$480,000 from the Fund might be used to finance the participation of developing countries at meetings of the Vienna Convention and the Montreal Protocol. He stated that such use, outside the original agreement, would need to be referred to his Government for approval. The Assistant Executive Director stated that although there had been a proposal along the lines outlined in document UNEP/OzL.Conv.2/4 it had

subsequently been cancelled.

31.
One delegation requested clarification of the programme support costs, charged at 13 per cent in respect of budget lines 1321, 1322 and 1323 in the budgets for 1991, 1992 and 1993, which appeared to constitute a duplication of charges. The Assistant Executive Director explained that, in accordance with the Financial Regulations and Rules of the United Nations, the 13 per cent charge was levied by United Nations agencies on all additional budgets. That charge could not be varied without the authority of the United Nations Controller of Finance. In the particular case, he did not consider there were sufficient grounds to seek that authority.

Repsenting the draft decision on the budget proposed by the up, its Chairman pointed out that the overall total for the 1991 budget seconded to the funds available to the Secretariat from pledged and paid contributions for 1990 and 1991. In referring to sub‑paragraph (e), the Assistant Executive Director said that it would not be possible to submit to a Parties audited accounts for the preceding year, since they would not be available in time. The meeting noted that audited accounts would be presented r earlier years and adopted Decision II/11. The revised 1991 budget and the budgets for 1992 and 1993 adopted by the Parties are attached as Annex I to this report. Contribution to be made by the Parties was also adopted as contained in Annex II to this report. The Meeting took note of the expenditures for 0 as contained in Annex IV to this report.

To request the Secretariat to submit as soon as possible to all Parties certified and audited accounts of the Vienna Convention Trust Fund for the expenditures under the Fund for the 1990 Financial year;

To request the Secretariat to submit to the Parties the certified and audited accounts for 1989 of the Interim Ozone Secretariat;

(c)
To submit certified and audited accounts for subsequent years prior to regular meetings of the Parties;

To emphasize that expenditures incurred due to recommendations by the Bureau should only be met either within the budget adopted by the Parties for that year or by other additional contributions made towards these expenditures;

To emphasize that it is essential to avoid increases in already adopted budgets in the years to which they relate;

To extend the Trust Fund for the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the ozone Layer from 31 March 1993 to 31 March 1995;

(g) To urge all Parties to pay their outstanding.1990 and 1991 contributions promptly and to also pay their future contributions promptly and in full in accordance with the terms of reference and the formula for contributions as attached to this report as Annex II;

To note that the revised 1991 budget has been increased to $813,690, which corresponds to the funds available to the Secretariat from paid and pledged contribution of 1990 and 1991, less the expenditures incurred in 1990;

To adopt the final budget for 1992 of $ 351,430 and for 1993 of $877,445, as set out in Annex I.

Decision 11/11. Third meeting of the Conference of the Parties

To convene the third meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Vienna Convention in 1993 in conjunction with the fifth meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol at the same venue.

VI.

OTHER MATTERS

34.

The delegate of the Republic of Korea said that his Government, mindful of the dangers involved in the progressive deterioration of the environment, had responded with a programme of institutional restructuring and legislative enactment, upgrading the national environmental agency to ministerial status and strengthening control measures. As one of the developing countries, however, Korea was still faced with the need to keep economic and industrial progress under way based on a policy of allowing sustainable growth. It was

unfortunately necessary to stress against that background that the environment
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could not be allowed to become a new trade weapon. The developed countries, which had been largely, responsible for the present environmental degradation, should now exhibit generosity in respect of the transfer of technology and financial measures to assist the developing countries.

ADOPTION OF THE REPORT

35.
The Meeting adopted the present report, on the basis of the draft report contained in document UNEP/OzL.Conv.2/L.2, at its closing session on 19 June 1991.

CLOSURE OF THE MEETING

36.
After the usual exchange of courtesies, the President declared the meeting closed.
