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 INTRODUCTION

1. A UNEP/GEF Medium Sized Project (MSP) on the Development and Implementation of the Environment Component of the New Partnership for Africa’s Development (NEPAD) of US$ 300,000 was adopted on 26 July 2001 immediately after the OAU Summit held in Lusaka, Zambia, in July 2001. The objective of the MSP was to develop a framework of an Action plan for the implementation of Environment Initiative of NEPAD. Chapter 8 of NEPAD entitled the “Environment Initiative” identified the following eight areas of focus: Combating desertification, Wetland conservation, Invasive alien species, Coastal management, Global warming, Cross-border conservation areas, Environmental governance, Financing.

2. To this end a Steering Committee of the project comprising the members of the Bureau of the African Ministerial Conference on the Environment (AMCEN) and the representatives of the five initiating countries of NEPAD was established. At the kind initiative of the Government of South Africa, the first meeting of the steering committee was held in Pretoria, South Africa on 17 January 2002. At the At the kind invitation of the Government of Algeria, the second meeting of the steering committee was held in Algiers, Algeria on the 11-12 March 2002.  At the kind invitation of the Government of Senegal the third meeting of the steering committee was held in Dakar, Senegal on 12 and 13 June 2002 at the level of experts and on 14 June at the level of ministers. The ministerial segment of the meeting endorsed the Framework of an Action Plan for the Environment Initiative of NEPAD and recommended its adoption to the 9th meeting of AMCEN. The minister submitted the Framework to the President of Senegal at a meeting also held on 14 June in Dakar.

3.  The 9th meeting of AMCEN held in Kampala, Uganda from 1-5 July endorsed the Framework and mandated the President of AMCEN with the President of Senegal, who also attended the meeting, to submit the Framework to the Summit of the African Union, held in Durban, South Africa from 8-11 July 2002.  The ministers mandated the steering committee of the MSP to further elaborate the Framework with a view of submitting a detailed Action Plan to a meeting of AMCEN to be held in June 2003. It was agreed that lead countries of the steering committee would take the responsibility of co-ordinating the further development of each programme area, building on the elements identified in the Framework of the Action Plan. In fulfilling their tasks, the lead countries will work in close co-operation with relevant sub-regional, regional and international institutions, the GEF, and the secretariats of the relevant conventions to undertake a mapping exercise of on-going programmes, initiatives and activities.  Their aim will be to identify gaps and priorities, and to develop project proposals with clear time frames, targets, cost estimates and mechanisms for implementation and monitoring. To this end a GEF Medium Sized Project of US$ 300,000 was adopted on 30 September 2002 with a view of finalizing the Action Plan for the Environment Initiative of NEPAD.

4. It was agreed that the following thematic workshops will be convened: Desertification (Algeria), Poverty and Environment (Mali) Invasive Species (South Africa), Forests (Cameroon), Marine and Coastal Environment including Fresh Water (Nigeria), Health and Environment (Senegal), Climate Change (Morocco) and Wetlands (Kenya).

5. According to the programme of work adopted by the steering committee of the project, and in keeping with the aim of consulting all stakeholders, a meeting was held with Non-Governmental Organizations (NGOs) on the Action Plan on the environment component of NEPAD. The consultative meeting was held in Nairobi, Kenya on 1st February 2003 at the occasion of the Fourth Global Civil Society Forum convened in conjunction with the 22nd Session of the Governing Council/Global Ministerial Environment Forum of UNEP at the United Nations Offices at Nairobi.  More than 130 representatives of NON Governmental Organisations attended the meeting which provided the opportunity for the participants to make input into the development and finalisation of the final Plan of Action. The list of participants is included in Annex 2.
I. OPENING OF THE MEETING

6. The meeting was opened by Mr Klaus Topfer, the Executive Director of the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) who made a detailed presentation on the outcomes of the World Summit on Sustainable Development and the contribution of the civil society. He presented also the outlines of the document on the new UNEP policy on civil society. He reiterated UNEP commitment to working with Civil Society Organisations and in particular on regional initiatives such as the NEPAD. Mr Sekou Toure, the Director of the UNEP Regional Office for Africa also remarked on the importance attached to the meeting in exchanging views on the role and contribution of Civil Society to the development and implementation of the NEPAD Environment Initiative. In his contribution Mr A. Djoghlaf, Director of UNEP/DGEF noted that this is the first time that a continent has attempted to have a global Action Plan to tackle environmental problems.  Desertification is the major challenge facing Africa.   The partners are meeting to prepare a plan of action, and a series of workshops have been held to look at the different thematic areas of the Environment Initiative.  Civil Society now needs to make their contribution, as the continent takes charge of actions from the community up to the continental level. He also informed the meeting that UNEP through GEF resources is also assisting other continent to develop a similar frameworks and in particular in Latin America and the Caribbean as well as in Central Asia. 
7. The participants elected by acclamation Professor Adenyyi Osuntogun (FENDEN, Nigeria) as Chair and Dr. Grace Akumu (Climate Action Network, Kenya) as Co-chair and Dr. D. Nightingale (Nature Kenya, Kenya) and Dr. N. Konco (WSSD Civil Society Secretariat, S. Africa) as rapporteurs and Mr A. Bamba of NESDA, Côte D’ Ivoire as facilitator.

8. The following agenda was adopted by the meeting:

· Opening of the meeting

· Organisation of the meeting: 

· Briefing on NEPAD and the Environment Initiative

· Contributions of Civil Society Organisations to the thematic areas and finalisation of the Action Plan of the Environment Initiative of NEPAD

· Message of Civil Society Organisations on the Environment Initiative of NEPAD to be presented to the Governing Council

· Adoption of the recommendations of the meeting 

· Closure of the session.

II. BRIEFING ON NEPAD & THE ENVIRONMENT INITIATIVE

9. Under this agenda item, Dr H. Rukato from the NEPAD Secretariat gave a detailed presentation on NEPAD structure, implementation processes, priority areas, partnerships, Capacity building, value addition of NEPAD, the relationship with the UN and UN Agencies and the Environment Action plan.  She reiterated that NEPAD is about African priorities with a focus now on implementation and inclusivity and emphasised that all stakeholders should identify their roles in implementing the programmes. With regard to the Environment Initiative, she also emphasised that the Action Plan should be an authentic African driven process to ensure the process adheres to NEPAD principles and addresses African priorities from national to sub-regional levels. In this regard, the important role of the Regional Economic Communities (ECOWAS, COMESA, IGAD, SADC, UMA, etc.) in implementation of NEPAD was highlighted as crucial 

10. Mr Sekou Toure (UNEP/ROA) gave a presentation on the NEPAD Environment Initiative outlining the programmatic areas and the various steps and workshops that have been held so far in developing the Action Plan.  He presented the history of the development of the environment component of NEPAD including the results of the three meetings of the steering committee of the UNEP/GEF MSP on NEPAD as well as the results of the 9th meeting of AMCEN. He also presented the implementation plan of the second phase of the project aimed at finalising the Action Plan on the environment component of NEPAD. He outlined the objectives of the 8 thematic workshops to be convened to that effect as well as the expected outcomes of the special session of AMCEN to be held in Kampala, Uganda in June 2003. He indicated that the Action Plan would be submitted to the second assembly of the Heads of State of the African Union to be held in July 2003 in Maputo, Mozambique. 

11. This agenda item provided an opportunity for the representative of the NEPAD Secretariat and the UNEP Regional Director for Africa to respond to questions raised during the debate and to provide additional clarification on the NEPAD process, its environment component as well as the expected contribution of the civil society and local communities.  

III. CONTRIBUTION OF CIVIL SOCIETY TO THE FINALISATION OF THE ACTION PLAN OF THE ENVIRONMENT INITIATIVE OF NEPAD

12. Under this agenda item, Working Groups were set up around the programmatic areas of the Environment initiative as follows:

· Group 1: Desertification and Climate Change  

· Group 2: Poverty, Health and Environment

· Group 3 : Wetlands, Marine and Coastal Resources

· Group 4: Forests and protected areas and development

· Group 5: Alien Invasive Species, Cross-border Collaboration and Natural Resource Management and Capacity Building and Education

13. Group leaders were designated and the Chair invited participants to report to the plenary on possible contributions that Civil Society Organisations could make on specific issues in relation to the Action Plan and activities of the Environment Initiative and recommendations thereon. The working groups were requested to use the principles laid out in the Framework of an Action Plan for the Environment Initiative of NEPAD as a guideline for their discussions.

14. A summary of the main conclusions of the different Working groups is presented below.

Working Group 1 (Desertification and Climate Change) reported as follows:

· The overriding problem is one of implementation; much of the implementation should be undertaken by Civil Society Organisations in partnership with the local communities (CSOs), but that CSOs needed adequate funding to work with communities;

· Civil Society Organisations lack resources and there should be a conscious allocation of resources to them; they would like to encourage UNEP to fund them directly rather than through Governments; without funding they would be unable to get involved in NEPAD activities. The lack of adequate funding resulted in high staff turnover, thereby undermining continuity and effectiveness. Generally, there is a lack of partnership between them and the governments and industry;

· There was an imbalance in funding between the Convention on Climate Change (UNFCC) and that on desertification (UNCCD), in favour of the former, as it was more global in nature; desertification needed more funding so as to assist people in Africa;

· Civil Society Organisations should have been part of the drafting process of the NEPAD and the Framework Action Plan on the Environment Initiative, since they are to be involved in implementation;

· There was a need for implementation projects to be integrated; NEPAD should exploit the synergies between existing conventions; it needed partnerships and should build a framework to enable investment to take place.

Working Group 2 (Poverty, Health and Environment) reported as follows:

· A holistic definition of the concept of poverty is missing and it is not acceptable to have such a short paragraph on the issue, as poverty eradication is a fundamental question in Africa
· The Forum participants believed that the whole process from design to implementation should be more participatory, with ownership by the people themselves, not only governments and institutions;

· As a crosscutting issue, poverty should have clear linkages with other programme areas. For poverty and the environment, access to natural resources was fundamental, as was the promotion of job creation;

· NEPAD environment initiatives always needed a social dimension including poverty eradication and gender and youth focus;

· The Framework Action Plan does not acknowledge the on-going initiatives on poverty and environment including UNEP own studies and works in this area as well as the NEPAD background document. Therefore, the groups recommend that a legally binding convention on poverty eradication in Africa be developed;
· Health and the Environment were not directly reflected in the action points, which mostly deal with chemical pollution prevention. Much more emphasis was needed on basic health services, such as access to clean water, food security and prevention of HIV/AIDS and environment-related diseases like bilharzia, etc.

 Working Group 3 (Wetland, Marine and Coastal Resources) 

· While the group felt that the documents were well written with programmes and issues well identified, they believed that implementation and monitoring were not clearly identified. In addition, benchmarks and timeframes needed to be set up to help in monitoring implementation; that would include appropriate regulation of garbage collection and disposal, of the use of environmental impact assessments, such as those applied to the building of dams, and the appointment of an ombudsman to guide transboundary conservation of river basins to avoid friction between countries.

· On page 8 No2 of the documentation on fresh water resources, the group felt that in the short term recycling and waste minimisation was covered in the points made, but it needed to move beyond this towards a “Zero Waste principle” for waste management.

· Civil Society Organisations should be represented in the various NEPAD working groups;

· Appropriate environmental governance structures should be put in place at a community, country and international level.

Working Group 4 (Forests and protected areas and development) 

· The group believed that the Action Plan needed “domestication” for each country, and was deficient in action components at the regional, sub-regional, country and local levels;

· Forests in Central Africa, the world’s largest after the Amazon basin, were rich in biodiversity, and needed attention – they were not mentioned in the Action Plan – and the richness in biodiversity should five rise to revenue generation;

· The group believed that policies, legal instruments and institutions had not been well articulated, and the issue of protected forests, woodland and land ownership had not been addressed in the Action Plan;

· Regarding paragraph 70: Threats to biodiversity include much more than what is reflected in the text;

· Paragraph 74 of the Framework Action Plan document includes the African model law on community rights, breeders and farmers’ rights and also safety in biotechnology endorsed by the OAU. This should be pursuant to the CBD and climate change conventions;

· Other issues not addressed in the that regard included conflicts, refugees and displaced persons in relation to forests and their inclusion in budgets;

· The role of CSO in information dissemination, capacity building and monitoring, and their possible incorporation, as advisors had not been dealt with. That was also connected with the need to incorporate cultural aspects in the protection of forests, as well as the law for breeders and farmers’ rights and taking into account environmental impact assessments;

· All funding for forests and protected areas should be accompanied by social development projects;

· There had not been enough emphasis laid on the issues of protection against ethnic conflicts, which has caused extensive and differentiated damage;

· NEPAD should provide a more global/wider vision and an elaborate definition of forests.

Working Group 5 (Alien Invasive Species, Cross-border Collaboration and

 Natural Resource Management and Capacity Building and Education) 

· The Action Plan did not seem to provide for sufficient participation of stakeholders, and possibly a new principle 6 should be added, stating that the participation of stakeholders was needed at all stages, including the decision-making stage;

· Civil Society should be involved and be instrumental in ensuring the integration of practical environmental issues into school curricula. Effective awareness raising could only be done through stakeholders, and a more holistic approach should be used. Civil Society should be involved in prioritising capacity building and its organisations themselves needed capacity building and should engage in informed dialogues in this regard;
· The group observed that capacity building in the current plan is cosmetic.  It should be fundamental and go beyond simple awareness raising.  NEPAD does not address the pertinent basic requirement of environmental health vis-à-vis sustainable national resources development.   
Recommendations:

· Environmental education is basic to all, including grassroots communities and political leaders.

· Environmental education should be value based, practical, action oriented and problem solving in order to address the needs of communities and individuals.

· Capacity building/education should relate to our past experiences and past African crises.
· Effective environmental awareness raising and action can only take place through stakeholder participation.
· The group observed that the thematic approach negates the holistic approach to sustainable development.  

Recommendation: There is need to adopt a holistic approach to sustainable development.  Therefore, integrate environment in all departments of government and working fabric of society.  Train communities on the integrated approach to development in relation to environment, economic growth and social welfare.

· Regarding Invasive Species: The material presented does not deal with the root cause of the problem.    
    Recommendation:

· There is need for a Pan African Action Plan.

· Fundamental biological and environmental approaches should be adopted in order to involve management of the whole and address the root cause of problems. 

· There is a need for multi-stakeholder approaches, for example, training communities to understand and participate in the solving of problems.

· There is a need for impact assessment to identify root problems involving public participation.  In addition, it is necessary to have periodic assessments to eliminate recurrence of problems.

· Cross-border conservation of natural resources required a regional framework and common approaches should be stimulated;

· The importance of environmental impact assessment should be stressed more, and carried out periodically, with the involvement of the general public.

· The group made some recommendations on the role of Civil Society in the NEPAD:

· There is a need for capacity building for Civil Society in order to allow for its effective participation in the implementation of NEPAD activities, and to have informed dialogue between stakeholders and NEPAD.

· Civil Society should transfer the process vertically and horizontally to the rest of the community.

· Traditional knowledge, practices and innovations should be incorporated in the action plans for natural resource management.

· Civil Society needs to be capacitated in actions on invasive species, for example, in the EIA process.

· There is a need to prioritise capacity building needs for Civil Society and communities.

· The process should be inclusive of Civil Society.  Civil Society should, henceforth, be involved in the forthcoming discussions.

· NGOs and CBOs can link communities to high decision making bodies.

· Civil Society should be instrumental in the integration of environmental education into school curricula.
15. The participants unanimously adopted the African Civil Society Declaration on the environment initiative of NEPAD which was presented by the co-chair of the meeting Dr Grace Akumu at the opening of the 22nd Governing Council of UNEP/Global Environment Ministers Forum, held on 3 February 2003. The Declaration is contained in Annex I
 CLOSURE OF THE MEETING

16. Following the adoption of the conclusions, recommendations and declaration of the meeting the Chair and Co-Chair thanked the participants for their hard work and contributions. The participants expressed their appreciation for UNEP and the GEF for facilitating the meeting and for providing support to the development and finalisation of the action plan on the environment component of NEPAD.  

Annex 1:
AFRICAN CIVIL SOCIETY DECLARATION ON THE ENVIRONMENT INITIATIVE OF NEPAD

3 February 2003

1. We, representatives of the Africa Civil Society, met in Nairobi, Kenya from 01 – 02 February 2003 in the context of the Fourth Global Civil Society Forum organised by UNEP during its 22nd session/Global Ministerial Environment Forum. The purpose of the meeting was to provide an opportunity for civil society organisations to discuss on recommendations to be integrated into the Action plan of the NEPAD Environment Initiative, which is under preparation. 

2. We note with appreciation that UNEP with support from the GEF is putting special emphasis on Africa and NEPAD during this GC which is indicative of its determination to accelerate implementing the outcomes of the World Summit on Sustainable Development that took place in Johannesburg (South Africa) in August - September 2002. 

3. We, the members of Africa civil society, commit ourselves to the vision of sustainable development and environmental governance. 

4. We note the framework for Action Plan of the Environment Initiative of the NEPAD, which is being further developed into action plans for program areas. 

5. Whereas, the framework for action provides a sound basis for the development of action plans, we noted significant gaps which include among others: 

a. The five principles of the Framework are too broad and lacking in specificity to provide meaningful guidance for actions.

b. NEPAD can be more useful by increasing the level of implementation carried out through CSOs. These CSOs must be adequately funded to work with the communities.

c. CSOs are not represented on the Steering Committee on the Environmental Initiative of NEPAD. 

d. The plan does not specify the role of civil society/NGOs.

e. The necessary integration between environment and social and economic development is not present in the action plans.

f. The social and economic dimension of poverty and environment is not clearly articulated in the programme area and does not reflect the on-going initiatives on poverty and environment.

g. The Environment and Health action plan does not include activities on the most pressing health concerns of Africa, like HIV/AIDS and lack of access to clean water and sanitation.

h. The imbalances in funding between Desertification and Climate Change conventions are not addressed.

i. The need for partnerships and building of frameworks to enable investments to take place is not recognised sufficiently.

j. The potential to exploit synergies amongst existing conventions is not sufficiently addressed.

k. Empowerment of CSOs to take advantage of new mechanisms like the CDM to forge relationships and secure resources from industry and other partners needs to be achieved.

l. The definition of forestry needs to be further elaborated and the vision for this element needs to be more global.

m. The threats to biodiversity in Africa need to be expanded and issues like conflict, community access, cultural diversity and benefit sharing need to be included.

n. In respect of water resources the Dams and Development Programme and the recommendations of the World Commission on Dams needs to be integrated into the Action Plans.

6. We note with concern that the principle of participation by civil society is not included in the principles in the Framework.  We therefore urge that this principle is recognized as the underpinning of all action plans and that national governments include CSO’s in their national NEPAD initiatives.

7. We strongly believe that for the Governing Council to achieve sustainable development and environmental governance in Africa, it should take into account the recommendations made by the Africa Civil Society with respect to the NEPAD Environmental Plan of Action.
8. We note that the overriding problem with previous development initiatives in Africa was implementation, therefore we believe that NEPAD can be very useful if it undertakes project implementation with the collaboration of CSOs. 

9. We recognize the need for adequate capacity for CSOs to be actively involved in the implementation of the NEPAD Environmental Plan of Action. We therefore recommend that a major capacity building initiative towards the CSOs and the communities be developed under the NEPAD Environmental Plan of Action.

10. We acknowledge that eradicating poverty is a priority for achieving sustainable development in Africa. Accordingly, we, civil society organizations of Africa, recommend that the NEPAD Environment Initiative Plan of Action fully address poverty eradication as a crosscutting issue. 
11. We, Civil Society Organizations, are in the process of establishing a structure of CSOs to enable our engagement in the NEPAD Environment Initiative Plan of Action. It is therefore our submission that CSOs should be represented in the various working groups, the steering committee and other decision-making mechanisms within the NEPAD process.

12. We strongly believe that peace is a pre-requisite for sustainable and call on African governments and the international community to adopt measures within the NEPAD Environment Initiative Plan of Action to ensure adequate conflicts prevention and resolution of conflicts over transboundary natural resources management.

13. We urge the Governing Council to ensure that traditional knowledge; practices and innovations are included in the action plans for natural resource management.

15. We reaffirm that sustainable development requires active participation of women and men on an equal footing and at all levels of decision-making, implementation, monitoring and evaluation.  We therefore call for the integration of gender equality in all activities encompassed within the NEPAD Environmental Plan of Action.

16. We reaffirm our engagement with NEPAD, despite our insufficient involvement in its formulation, and urge African leaders to partner with African Civil Society.
