1. 4. The provisional agenda for the global intergovernmental and multi-stakeholder consultation was distributed to all participants together with the letter of invitation. A revised provisional agenda (UNEP/DEWA/GEO/IGC.1/1/Rev.1) was later distributed. The provisional timetable of meetings of the consultation, as proposed by the Executive Director, is set forth in the annex to the present document.
