W ho requires a visa?

All foreign nationals require a visa to enter India. Six-month multiple-entry visas are now issued
to most nationals regardless of whether you intend staying that long or re-entering the country.
Only six-month tourist visas are extendable. Most Indian embassies and consulates won't issue a
visa to enter India unless you hold an onward ticket. Be careful to check whether your visa is valid
from the date of entry or the date of issue.

The general requirements for visas are:

• Original passport valid for at least six months
• Correct visa fee
• Two recent passport-size photographs (five photographs in case of Pakistani nationals)
• Supporting documents, where necessary
• Duly completed application form (Pakistani and Bangladeshi nationals need to apply on special

application forms)

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W eather

From November to March is the best time to visit, with cool but sunny weather. Nights can be
quite chilly in December and January. The daily temperatures in Delhi in December average
between 8C-23C. The average rainfall in December is 5mm.

H ealth

The World Health Organization reports that the following diseases - among others - can occur in
India: cholera, dengue fever, hepatitis A, Japanese B encephalitis, malaria, schistosomiasis,
tuberculosis, and typhoid fever. Malaria prophylaxis is recommended year-round throughout the
country (including the cities of Delhi and Bombay), except at altitudes higher than 2000 m (6561
ft) in the states of Himachal Pradesh, Jammu, Kashmir, and Sikkim.
