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World Environment Day is considered one of the most important events on the environmental
calendar. It is celebrated every year on 5 June in more than 100 countries around the world. The Day
is one of the principal vehicles through which the United Nations stimulates worldwide awareness of
the environment and enhances political attention and action.

In 2004, interest in World Environment Day continued to grow as evidenced by the number of
countries who lent their support to this important United Nations Day, and by the hundreds of
thousands who accessed the World Environment Day web site.

There was a marked increase in the number of communities taking part this year. One of the reasons
was the theme: Wanted! Seas and Oceans — Dead or Alive? To date, 106 countries have contacted
UNEP about their World Environment Day activities. Media coverage was also impressive as
evidenced by the many press clippings obtained.

The main international World Environment Day 2004 celebrations were held in Barcelona, Spain with
the support of the City of Barcelona, the Autonomous Government of Catalan, the Government of
Spain and the Universal Forum of Cultures. Dozens of events over a one-week period were organized
to commemorate the day.

The World Environment Day information materials were available in four of the six official languages of
the United Nations — Arabic, English, French and Spanish. And for the first time the web site was
available in all six official languages. This fact contributed to the overwhelming popularity of the World
Environment Day web site. During the months of May and June, the site received 3,470,643 hits and
from January to June almost 5,000,000 hits were received.

Two audio-visual products — a video news release posted on the web site and a Public Service
Announcement helped to increase publicity.

In addition, UNEP launched its report on cold water corals on the occasion of WED.

UNEP also launched its 4" International Photographic Competition on the Environment, sponsored by
Canon, in Tokyo, Japan and Barcelona, Spain. Eighteen other parallel launches were organized in
various cities around the world, including Senegal.

Activities organized involved all sectors of society, including governments, non-governmental
organizations, community and youth groups, business, industry, inter-governmental organizations, civil
society, media and schools.

Some of the projects and programmes undertaken to commemorate World Environment Day included
clean-up efforts, tree planting, recycling efforts, exhibitions, art and essay competitions, environmental
awareness campaigns, conferences, concerts and sports activities.

UNEP produced an information kit, which was distributed widely around the globe. The kit included: a
press release, a poster, a logo sheet, messages from the Secretary-General of the United Nations and
the Executive Director of UNEP, and a special issue of UNEP’s quarterly magazine, Our Planet.

MESSAGE ON WORLD ENVIRONMENT DAY
5 June 2004

The marine environment is facing challenges that, if not addressed immediately and effectively, will
have profound implications for sustainable development. The theme of World Environment Day 2004 -
- Wanted! Seas and Oceans: Dead or Alive? -- emphasizes that society can no longer view the
world’s seas as a convenient dumping ground for our waste, or as an unlimited source of plenty.

The facts are clear. The world’s seas and oceans are becoming increasingly tainted by untreated
waste water, air-borne pollution, industrial effluent and silt from inadequately managed watersheds.
Nitrogen overload from fertilizers is creating a growing number of oxygen-starved “dead zones” in
coastal waters across the globe. Marine litter is killing up to a million seabirds and 100,000 sea
mammals and turtles each year. With more than 40 per cent of the human population already living
within 60 kilometres of a coast, and the proportion growing, these problems are likely only to increase.
Moreover, despite the growing reach and intensity of commercial fishing operations, total global fish
catch is declining. Nearly three quarters of world fish stocks are being harvested faster than they can
reproduce.

There is an urgent need for concerted action, on land and sea, at the national, regional and
international levels. Mechanisms already exist, including the Global Plan of Action for the Protection
of the Marine Environment from Land-based Activities, the United Nations Convention on the Law of
the Sea, and UN Food and Agricultural Organization action plans for fisheries. Nevertheless, the
continuing depletion of the world’s fish stocks and the increasing degradation of the marine
environment indicate that these and other instruments, binding or non-binding, are not being
sufficiently implemented and enforced.

Less than two years ago, at the World Summit on Sustainable Development, governments committed
to time-bound goals to end unsustainable fishing practices, restore depleted fish stocks, establish a
regular global assessment of the marine environment, and create a representative network of marine
protected areas. This last goal, to be achieved by 2012, is particularly important. Less than one-half a
per cent of marine habitats are protected -- compared with 11.5 per cent of global land area. Yet
studies show that protecting critical marine habitats, such as warm- and cold-water coral reefs, sea
grass beds and mangroves, can dramatically increase fish size and quantity, with obvious benefits to
large-scale commercial as well as local fisheries.

On this World Environment Day, | urge governments, businesses and individuals everywhere to show
renewed respect for the seas and oceans from whence all life on earth originated. Let us all do our
utmost to ensure that the world’s most prolific natural resource is protected and sustainably managed
for generations to come.



WORLD ENVIRONMENT DAY MESSAGE

Wanted! Seas and Oceans: Dead or Alive?
5 June 2004

Seen from space, our planet is blue, testament to the oceans that cover 70 per cent of its surface. We
know this because of the billions of dollars that have been spent in recent decades exploring our solar
system and beyond. The irony of this continuing passion for exploring humanity’s place in the universe
is that there is a neglected and largely unknown frontier here on Earth about which we know too little.

Earth’s seas and oceans remain largely a mystery. Sixty per cent of the planet is covered by ocean
more than a mile deep, the vast majority of which is unexplored. Yet, our ignorance is not preventing
our blind exploitation of what we are increasingly learning is a fragile and finite resource. More than 70
per cent of the world’s marine fisheries are now fished up to or beyond their sustainable limit. Across
the world, diners are finding new species of fish on menus as traditional fare becomes ever more
scarce, while artesian fishing communities, who harvest half the world’s fish catch, are seeing their
livelihoods increasingly threatened by illegal, unregulated or subsidized commercial fleets. At the
same time, needlessly destructive fishing practices are killing hundreds of thousands of marine
species each year and helping to destroy important undersea habitats.

Another threat to marine life and to human health and livelihoods is pollution. Eighty per cent of all
pollution in the seas comes from land-based activities. Three-quarters of the world’s mega cities are
located by the sea, and 40 per cent of the world’s population now lives within 60 kilometres of a coast.
Death and disease caused by polluted coastal waters costs the global economy $12.8 billion a year.
The annual economic impact of hepatitis from tainted seafood alone is $7.2 billion. But it is not just
coastal dwellers and industries that pollute the oceans. Rivers that run into the sea carry silt, untreated
sewage, industrial waste and the assorted rubbish of consumers from far inland. Each year tons of
discarded plastic products find their way into the oceans, killing hundreds of thousands of marine
mammals and ocean-going birds, and untold numbers of fish. This waste is not only deadly, it is
persistent. Animals killed by plastic waste decompose, but the plastic does not. Instead it remains in
the ecosystem to kill again and again.

Also adding to the ocean’s woes are surplus agricultural fertilizers which, when washed downstream,
are creating a growing number of coastal dead zones where algal blooms regularly consume all the
oxygen in the water. Then there is global warming, which is raising sea levels and temperatures.
Climate change threatens to destroy the majority of the world’s coral reefs, wreak havoc on the fragile
economies of small island developing states, and devastate the lives of billions of people who live
within range of the increasingly fierce and frequent storms, hurricanes and typhoons that are battering
coasts worldwide.

All this adds up to a picture of an ecosystem in crisis. That is why UNEP chose Wanted! Seas and
Oceans: Dead or Alive? as the theme for World Environment Day 2004. The message is simple. We
have a choice: act now to save our marine resources, or watch as the rich diversity of life in our seas
and oceans declines beyond the point of recovery.

The good news is that not only is there increasing global awareness of the crisis facing our seas and
oceans, there is growing commitment to do something about it. A series of time-bound targets were



agreed by governments at the World Summit on Sustainable Development to improve fisheries
management and develop an ecosystem approach to the sustainable development of the seas and
oceans — including the establishment of a representative network of marine protected areas and a
regular process for reporting on and assessing the state of the marine environment.

These targets complement the internationally agreed development goals contained in the Millennium
Declaration. Reducing hunger and poverty, and improving the health, education and opportunities of
people — especially women and children — throughout the world will go a long way to reducing the
burden on the seas and oceans.

UNEP is a key player in many of the mechanisms whereby these goals will be achieved. As well as
participating in preparations for the Global Marine Assessment, UNEP has, in the past year, helped
alert the global community about the role and status of crucial marine habitats such as sea grass
beds, mangroves and cold- and warm-water corals, and the importance of increasing marine protected
areas coverage from the current figure of less than one half a per cent of seas and oceans. These
habitats will also benefit from the growing strength of the UNEP Global Programme of Action for the
Protection of the Marine Environment from Land-based Activities (GPA) and the UNEP-supported
network of regional seas programme and action plans.

However, none of the many plans for the restoration and sustainable use of the world’s seas and
oceans will succeed without the active support of all sectors of society. Each year World Environment
Day provides an opportunity for individuals, communities, businesses, industries and local and
national governments to focus on the world’s environmental challenges. This year the spotlight is on
seas and oceans. Dead or Alive? It's our choice.



Message from Mr. Koichiro Matsuura, Director-General of UNESCO, on the occasion of World
Environment Day 2004
“Wanted! Seas and Oceans - Dead or Alive?”
5 June 2004

The world’s oceans and their adjacent seas, along with the living and non-living resources they contain,
are essential for the survival of life as we know it. The sustainability of the air we breathe, the water we
drink, the food we eat and the climate in which we live is dependent upon the health of our oceans and
seas.

Coastal areas bordering oceans and seas are the home of 50% of the world’s population. Forty-four of
the world’s nations are small island developing states (SIDS), which are especially dependent on
oceans. Oceans, coasts and islands support a wide array of human activities of great value and
significance. Fisheries, for example, are important economically and socially, providing livelihoods
directly and indirectly for 400 million people. Marine aquaculture is a rapidly growing industry that
accounts for 30 percent of global fish consumption. Moreover, the travel and tourism industry is the
fastest growing sector of the global economy, especially with regard to coastal and marine areas.

The diverse activities undertaken in oceans, coasts and islands are placing increasing pressure on the
integrity of coastal and marine ecosystems, whose resources are threatened by over-exploitation.
Today, 75 percent of global fisheries are either fully utilized or over-utilized; 70 percent of 126 marine
mammal species are threatened; 50 percent of the world’s mangroves have been lost; and important
sea grass habitats are rapidly being destroyed. The quest for food security for a growing human
population is leading to intensified agricultural production reliant upon the increased application of
fertilizers, pesticides, and herbicides, thereby contributing to the degradation of coastal and marine
ecosystems.

The ocean environment is complex and inaccessible. It is difficult and expensive to study. Furthermore,
national and international jurisdictions, regional and global agreements and conflicting priorities bring
added complications. As a result, inter-governmental cooperation is imperative if global issue are to be
addressed and resolved. This requires strong global and regional institutions that bring scientists,
researchers and policy-makers together. It also requires the involvement and full participation of local
communities and stakeholders that are in direct relation with the marine environment and its protection.
Moreover, future ocean-related developments, such as the exploitation and management of newly
accessible resources, will certainly require a coherent and integrated approach to international
cooperation as well as a careful stewardship of fragile environments.

The protection of oceans and seas is a theme of particular interest to UNESCO. As the sole UN
organization specialized in ocean science and services, the Intergovernmental Oceanographic
Commission of UNESCO has been fully engaged during the last 44 years in improving our
understanding of the oceans and its resources, and notably by federating countries and partners to
build a Global Ocean Observing System.

UNESCO has always sought to bring the power of science and technology to bear upon the needs of
oceans, coasts and islands, and this continues to require that the results of science are made widely
available to governments and the different segments of society. In addition, UNESCO has placed
great emphasis on the need to preserve our common natural and cultural heritage. Indeed, the
conjunction between science and culture, between natural heritage and cultural heritage, and between



socio-economic development and environmental protection serves to place UNESCO at the heart of
contemporary efforts to ensure the sustainable development of oceans, coasts and islands.

At the World Summit on Sustainable Development (WSSD) in August/September 2002, Governments
agreed on an action plan, with specific targets and timetables for action, to address the many
problems and threats facing the sustainable development of oceans, coasts and islands. These
targets and timetables represent an important global consensus, reached at the highest political levels,
on the need for urgent action. The assumption underpinning this agenda for action is that the world is
still capable of making significant choices but time is running out. If we do too little too late, in effect we
will be choosing to let our oceans and seas die.

On World Environment Day, UNESCO reaffirms its commitment to sustainable development in general
and to the sustainable development and protection of the ocean environment in particular. In the face

of the stark alternatives before us, the making of timely and informed choices is crucial if our oceans,
seas and islands are to remain alive.

MESSAGE OF THE HIGH COMMISSIONER FOR REFUGEES (UNHCR)
ON THE OCCASION OF WORLD ENVIRONMENT DAY
5 JUNE 2004

Tomorrow - 5 June - is World Environment Day. This provides a good opportunity for us to reflect on
environmental issues.

Caring for the environment is not an option but a priority for both humanitarian and development
agencies.

The
theme asks that we make choices about how to treat the Earth® seas and oceans. Although this
theme may not be directly relevant to UNHCR® environmental activities, let us use this occasion to
enhance awareness of the importance of the protection of the environment in refugee operations. By
raising awareness of key issues, working hand in hand with communities and other agencies, UNHCR
sees this as an opportunity to encourage and motivate participation in many of its own environmental
activities. The cumulative effect of many people contributing their time and effort to this cause will help
make World Environment Day a much larger and more meaningful global event.

As UNHCR staff members, we should take part in promoting sound environmental management in
refugee operations and in the workplace, thereby contributing to ensuring that natural resources are
protected and sustainable managed for future generations.

ANGOLA

World Environment Day 2004 was greatly celebrated in coastal cities and in the inland regions of
Angola.

The Ministry of Urban Planning and Environment and environmental NGOs organized a number of
activities aimed at increasing public awareness on conservation and the sustainable use of the marine
and coastal resources. The following activities were convened under the World Environment Day
slogan “Wanted! Seas and Oceans - Dead or Alive?” with focus on sustainability of the marine
biodiversity, inland based activities and coastal development.

TV debate

The Ecological Youth of Angola (JEA), in partnership with Public Television of Angola (www.TPA.ao)
aired on 5 June a TV debate on the World Environment Day theme. The debate participants included
representatives of UN agencies, environmental NGOs, fishery cooperatives, business corporations
and government institutions. JEA and other participating institutions took advantage of the TV debate
to promote environmental books and other public awareness products on the marine environment.

It was recommended that the government of Angola integrate all relevant stakeholders in the land
management process and tourism development along the coastline to ensure their environmental
sustainability.

Cubal municipality
The national celebrations in Angola were held in Cubal municipality, Province of Benguela, Southwest
Angola.

The Ministry of Urban Planning and Environment chose this municipality because it is an inland
industrial region, which is promoting environmental sustainability of its inland-based activities in order
to reduce waste and other negative impacts on the seas.

The event was opened on 5 June by the Deputy Minister of Urban Planning and Environment, Dr
Graciano Domingos, and was attended by representatives of the Provincial Government of Benguela,
local environmental NGOs, the business sector, youth and professional associations and the media.

Clean up effort

JEA, in partnership with other environmental NGOs and tourism operators in Luanda, organized a
clean up the coast event aimed at reducing waste disposals into the sea and coastal areas of the
capital. The event took place on 5 and 6 June, and promoted public awareness of the need to reduce
waste. During the weekend event, participants collected waste found on the beach, e.g. metal, glass,



old wood, heavy plastics and old batteries. Papers found were kept by JEA’s volunteer members to
produce gifts and souvenirs from recycling processes for the 2004 Christmas season.

BENIN

The Agency of Young Reporters of Environment and Health in Benin (AYOREB) organized a youth-led
march to disseminate information about the need to protect the environment on the occasion of World
Environment Day. This event was followed by a live debate/conference on the State of the
Environment in the country and the expectations of the youth.

EGYPT

World Environment Day was an opportunity for raising conservation
awareness, and demonstrating that concerned citizens can take effective
action to keep the seas alive!

5 June was celebrated on the Red Sea coast of Egypt from Hurghada to Wadi El
Gemal National Park with underwater, beach and mangrove clean-up exercises
and events to honour all those who patrticipated in protecting this valuable
resource. In the environs of Hurghada, the World Environment Day festivities
began in the morning with an underwater clean up of a snorkeling reef at Small
Magawish Island, followed by an afternoon clean-up around a shipwreck on
Sheraton Reef. Divers collected six large bags of bottles, pipes, fishing nets,
ropes, plastics and metals. Other heavy items found but left behind on the
seafloor included tires, iron railings, a porcelain toilet, and concrete blocks.

Dr. Moustafa Fouda, Director of the Nature Conservation Sector of the Egyptian Environmental Affairs
Agency (EEAA), inspired collective action. Together, the Red Sea Rangers, the USAID-funded Red
Sea Sustainable Development Project and the Academy for Educational Development, joined forces
with the Red Sea Governorate, the Red Sea Diving and Water Sports Association, and HEPCA to
sponsor these activities.

Near the town of Quseir, other clean-ups took place in three coastal mangrove areas, namely Wadi
Abu Hamara, Sharm el Bahari and Sharm el Qibli. The Rangers collaborated with local tourist resorts,
dive centers and local residents to collect more than 80 large bags of refuse. At the end of the day,
the Quseir Ranger Office awarded Certificates of Appreciation to the participants. On Wadi El Gimal
Island, divers, tourists, young people and adults from the coastal resorts and the Marsa Alam and
Shams Alam Rangers participated in removing garbage from the island® beaches, one of which is
home to 80 Hawksbill Turtle nests.

The highlight of World Environment Day was the celebration on Hurghada® Public Beach No.5 in the
evening, which was attended by some 200 people. Rangers greeted guests in an underwater float and
clowns gave out candy. The well-known Egyptian poet, Abdel Rahman EI Abouneidy, recited
environmental poems and stressed the importance of conserving all natural resources. He also invited
members of the audience to recite their poems on the occasion. Children from El Mina preparatory



school in Hurghada performed a play on the Red Sea, as part of their contribution to Egypt’s
Environmental Award Programme. This was followed by an audience participation Red Sea quiz and
prizes were given to the winners.

Guests wandered about and visited the Rangers booth, which displayed the campaign materials
produced for the Red Sea. The public awareness team was at the booth to answer any queries. The
booth also featured Bakkar, a character from the famous Egyptian cartoon series that promotes Red
Sea conservation and several "Mini Rangers", represented by two-year old triplets attired in ranger
livery. The ceremony ended with the distribution of Certificates of Appreciation to all those that
participated in World Environment Day. It was a positive, up-beat event that focused attention on
"What is" and "What can" be done to preserve the treasures of the Red Sea.

AOYE in Egypt concentrated on the Seas and Oceans theme as Egypt has coastline on the
Mediterranean Sea and the Red Sea. Presentations and talks on marine environment protection were
also held to celebrate World Environment Day.

ETHIOPIA

World Environment Day was celebrated in several parts of Ethiopia on 5 June. The biggest events
were in Addis Ababa and in Zeway, a zonal town in Oromia State — 160 kilometres south of the capital.
The Federal Environmental Protection Authority of Ethiopia coined a locally relevant theme:
Sustainable Development Of Rivers and Lakes, which was used alongside the international theme:
Wanted! Seas and Oceans - Dead or Alive?

In the celebrations in Addis Ababa, UNEP was a partner in a working group coordinated by the Clean
and Green Addis Society (CGAS), a multi-stakeholder group, in close collaboration with the Addis
Ababa Environmental Protection Authority (EPA) and the Addis Ababa City Council. The activity in
Addis Ababa was in two parts: a clean-up in the morning of Bantyiketu River which flows through the
centre of the city, and an afternoon workshop at the Ghion Hotel organized to discuss a preliminary
study of the same river for the development of a rehabilitation project. The UNEP Addis Ababa Office
addressed both gatherings while the guest of honour at the clean up was the head of Addis Ababa
Health Bureau, Dr. Eyob Kamil. The United Nations Country Team was represented by the Assistant
Resident Representative of the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP). The EPA played a
role in the cleaning activities by mobilizing community groups from various wards and by providing
heavy equipment to move old dumps.

The main focus of discussion at the workshop on the Bantiyketu River basin rehabilitation was the
report and project proposal by Prof Belete Lakew, Sanitary Engineer from the Technology Faculty of
Addis Ababa University. Dr. Tamiru Alemayehu from the UNEP/UNESCO project on Ground Water
Assessment and Dr. Stephen Donkor from UN-Water and UNECA actively participated in the
workshop and volunteered to be a member of the task force organized by CGAS to refine the project
prior to solicitation of funds for its implementation.

GHANA

Earth Service, an environmental non-governmental organization (NGO) in
Ghana launched UNEP® Plant for the Planet campaign on the occasion of
World Environment Day. Some 1,500 people participated in the event
including children from various schools, representatives of UN agencies,
including the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP), the Food

Extract from remarks by Marthinus Van Schalkwyk, Minister of Environmental Affairs and Tourism,
speaking at Kalk Bay Harbour, on 3 June 2004

The international theme for World Environment Day this year is “Wanted! Seas and Oceans Dead or
Alive?” Today South Africa answers that question in no uncertain terms — our oceans and marine
resources are a global treasure and we will act, in partnership with our coastal communities, to ensure
that they thrive, expand and teem with life.

The City of Cape Town hosted the Youth Environmental School (YES) programme under the theme
Wanted! Seas and Oceans — Deal or Alive?

YES 2004 was the fifth programme the City hosted from 31 May to 4 June with an
Eco-School Teachers’ Workshop on 5 June, at the Chrysalis Academy in Tokai.
YES was hosted at the Academy with 15 satellite venues:

A total of 48 organizations with 65 presenters made 77 different presentations and activities (e.g.
Rivers for Life, Learn Not To Burn, Drug Awareness, Wetlands, Know Your Birds, Children Living on
the Streets, Discover Science, HIV/AIDS and You).

The programme was open to all primary and special schools in the City and was free of charge. To
ensure that all schools had an equal opportunity to participate, especially marginalized schools, bus
transport (two buses per school) were made available gratis. A total of 237 buses were used.

On 5 June an Eco-Schools Teacher® Workshop, with about 160 teachers, learners and service
providers, was organized. During the week there was a Teachers’ Resource Centre with 33 exhibitors
to assist teachers and schools with learning support materials (most of these resource were free).

The City employs 40 unemployed youths as ushers for the duration of the YES programme to assist
with the logistics of the programme.

The day was a great success and observers are hopeful that it will lead to proactive decision taking for
safeguarding our seas and oceans.

To celebrate World Environment Day on 5 June and collaborating with green groups and NGOs, ECC
organized a series of events with the main theme "Reduce Waste, Make Polluters Pay" to echo
government initiatives and to echo UNEP® theme. These included organizing environmental
programmes and Green Trail Walks throughout the month of June.

Over 20 government departments supported World Environment Day 2004. Activities included the
opening ceremony, educational programmes, environmental game booths and exhibitions. Students
from Green Schools gave a performance at the opening ceremony and presented the "Waste
Reduction and Polluter Pays Principle".

In 2004, Green Week, organized by the European Commission (EC) and the Director-General (DG) of
the Environment, took place from 1 to 4 June 2004.

The EC and the DG announced the launch of the new "Clean Marine Award", which was presented for
the first time on 1June as part of Green Week. This award was particularly timely as it was very much
in keeping with this year’s World Environment Day theme: seas and oceans.

The Commission plans to celebrate these ceremonies on a biannual basis, through high profile events.
These awards were announced in the European Commission® Communication on a European Union
strategy to reduce atmospheric emissions from seagoing ships. Their objective was to give positive
publicity for environmentally responsible shipping, specifically low-emission initiatives and to
disseminate best practice.

The programme
continued with an event organized by the Politecnico of Torino (a University Forum titled
“Hydrogen and Fuel Cell: the Future of Automobility) and with a meeting of European
Universities involved in the GM/Opel Fuel Cell Marathon, to discuss and share research
issues to present to the EU;

“International Poster School” seventh edition of the traineeship for art and graphic students
aimed at developing the logo for World Environment Day 2004;

“Best Practices on Energy”. A virtual exhibition presenting initiatives on energy-saving and the
rational use of renewable sources supported by the Province of Torino;

"New Energy in action" - Exhibition and visits to plants and solutions realized inside

On 5 June, children walked in
street parade to the Sky of Aspirations to attach their talismans.

Public Service Announcement (PSA)
A PSA of 1’ 30" on WED 2004 was distributed to over 150 broadcasters around the world.

Television screens were put at strategic points in the Forum area to show the PSA.
Banners were strategically placed throughout the city.

Basque Region

For the third consecutive year, IHOBE - the public society of environmental management of the
Basque Government Environmental Department - organized Basque Green Week (Aste Berdea) from
31 May to 6 June to coincide with World Environment Day.

UZBEKISTAN

To commemorate World Environment Day, the International Fund of Ecology and Health (ECOSAN) in
Tashkent organized on 1-10 June a festival which addressed issues such hygiene and ecology.

ECOSANG® initiative was supported by the Government of Uzbekistan and was in line with its
programme of large-scale activities, held throughout the Republic. All sectors of society participated in
the events, including ECOSAN activists, representatives of governmental and non-governmental
organizations, educational establishments and the general public.

Activities included thematic exhibitions, a flower exhibit, painting competitions, presentations on
ecology and health, as well as meetings and film showings on the environment at recreation camps



and city and rural parks. A series of TV and radio programmes on environmental protection and
sustainable development were also organized.

On 5 June, the popular morning radio programme Assalom, Uzbekistani! devoted its entire programme
to the environment, while the Yoshlar radio station, which broadcasts to the entire territory of
Uzbekistan and neighbouring countries, organized an ecological radio-marathon.

The educational institutions in the Republic held meetings for students and faculty on the theme Youth
and the Environment with the participation of leading scientists and ecologists from the Tashkent
ECOSAN Club.

With the support of the Oliy Majlis committee on environment and nature protection and the
Committee on Science, Education, Culture and Sport, a conference on legislation, culture and
environment was held. The roundtable discussion on the environment and sustainable development in
the activities of political parties was organized jointly with the public and the political parties of the
Republic. A seminar on the environment theme in the work of poets and writers were also organized
in conjunction with the Union of Writers of Uzbekistan.

One of the more memorable cultural activities of the 10-day event was the ecological festival
organized by the International ECOSAN fund, the Khokimiyat of Tashkent city, the Ministry of Culture
and the Uztele-radio company on the summer stage of the Turkiston palace on 4 June.

The programme included visits to the exhibition devoted to World Environment Day, the award
presentation ceremony of the winners of the Day’s ecology and health in the following categories the
best city, the best enterprise (organization) and the most well-organized mahalla as well as a concert
showcasing some of Uzbekistan’s best artists. More than 5,000 people took part in the festival,
including residents of the capital, representatives of labour collectives, educational institutions, the
diplomatic corps, international organizations and journalists.

On 5 June, the ecological ‘subbotnik’ (voluntary free work), under the aegis of mothers and children of
the Aral Sea area, undertook cleaning efforts to bring order to cities, satellites, companies and
organizations. As is the tradition, more than six million people participated including members of labor
unions. The revenues from the ‘subbotnik’ were sent to support the women and children of the Aral
Sea zone where tens of millions of people suffered from the impact of the ecological disaster resulting
from the destruction of the sea.

During the Festival, numerous charitable activities took place. For example, ECOSAN sent trains and
trucks with health and humanitarian cargo to the ecologically devastated regions and to the
economically disadvantaged. In addition, control over the observance of ecological requirements were
carried out, e.g. the sanitary condition of territories of cities and populated areas, country and city;
recreation camps for schoolchildren, waste sites, hospitals, children’s institutions, auto- and railway
stations and airports, farmers’ markets, trading centres, particularly, selling consumers goods have
been carried out by taking specific measures for the removal of such problems.

Environment Week: 4 - 11 June 2004

It has become a yearly tradition at the Ministry of the Environment in Haiti to adapt the theme chosen
for World Environment Day to the Haitian environment, so that it better appeals and mobilizes the
population. In 2004, the worldwide theme “Wanted! Seas and Oceans: Dead or Alive?” was

transformed to “SOS! Let's Save our Mountains, Coasts and Seas”.

The week-long festivities were an opportunity to draw the attention of stakeholders and the general
public to the value of the coastal and marine resources and the questions linked to the inappropriate



and abusive management of this environment in particular. The interlinkages between coastlines and
seabeds on the one hand, and mountains and land-based activities on the other. This means that
action must be taken “downstream” to ensure that the different dimensions of the problem are tackled.
The actions undertaken during the Week for the Environment were devised with that in mind. The
objectives included:
- Awareness-building;

Creating partnerships and inter-organizational dialogue for managing the environment;

Encouraging the participation of Youth and particularly coast-dwellers in cleaning their

neighbourhoods;

Initiating country-wide mechanisms for the cleaning up of big cities.

Activities were held in all the big coastal cities, including Port-au-Prince, Gonaives, Saint-Marc,

Jacmel, Cayes and Jérémie. Amongst the activities undertaken:
On 4 June, a press conference marked the launch of Environment Week. It was organized by
the Ministries of Environment, Public Health, Public Works, Agriculture, Planning in
collaboration with Civil Society, the City Hall of the Metropolis, and environmental
associations;
On 5 June, the Prime Minister and the Mayors of the cities concerned delivered speeches;
The same day, educational materials developed by the GZC project were distributed to
members of coastal associations of Haiti;
Cleaning up important canals, drains and sewage openings in the metropolitan area and the
bigger cities in the country were done in parallel with an awareness building campaign;
A parade through all the cities targeted followed by the cleaning of beaches and forests;
Talks which brought together more than 100 communal schools from Pétion-ville, Carrefour,
Delmas and Port-au-Prince;
Hoisting of promotional banners at all major intersections in the capital and provincial cities;
Broadcasting of awareness-building public service announcements in the capital and other
targeted cities;
Distribution of leaflets, brochures and posters to targeted groups;
Workshops open to the public were organized by the coordinators of rehabilitation projects
linked to international environmental conventions and the Directorate of Public Hygiene within
the Ministry of Public Health, among others;
Environmental excursions to nature sites around the Capital,
Launch of two nationwide competitions: one to decide on three zones where botanical centres
would be set up; and another to select an Environment anthem;
Contributions to initiatives of the Environment Sector (schools, universities, environmental
associations, foundations, churches, media);

Environment Sector Day — exhibition of works created for the protection of the environment.
Awarding of five prizes in various categories: media, environmental associations, schools,
universities and one individual prize.

The Second Caribbean Environment Forum and Exhibition (CEF-2) was convened in Port of Spain,
Trinidad, from 31 May to 4 June. CEF 2 was co-ordinated by the Caribbean Environmental Health
Institute (CEHI), in close collaboration with the Government of Trinidad and Tobago and with support
from: the Environmental Management Authority; the Mainstreaming Adaptation to Climate Change
(MACC); the Ministry of Public Utilities and Environment; the Ministry of Health; the Solid Waste
Management Company; the Tourism and Industrial Development Corporation of Trinidad and Tobago;
the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP); and the Water and Sewerage Authority.

Under the theme “Energizing Caribbean Sustainability”, CEF-2 served as a platform to focus
international attention on key environmental concerns of the region and provided a forum for preparing
the region for the next international meeting on SIDS (Small Island Developing States) in Mauritius.

A botanical garden comprising a bird conservation area, an outdoor classroom, a pond for
birds, Mediterranean, biblical and endangered trees, wild flowers, shrubs, and birds and
animals that will become extinct without adequate care and protection;

An environmental exhibition which showed several ideas with pictures about environmental
issues and problems. For example an original idea was the white stork speaking to the visitors
through panels about the problems that it faces during migration and how this bird is important
to the balance of nature, so we have to protect it;

A Natural History Museum comprising a collection of more than 2,500 specimens of fossils,
rocks and fauna. The preserved animals include mammals, birds, insects, reptiles, found in
Palestine, even extinct ones, like the brown fish owl.
